My job was to help granny. Every Saturday morning,
usually about ten o'clock, | rode my
bicycle the mile to her house. |
knocked to her door and waited.

When we got to the farmhouse, uncle john stopped.
Aunt Wanda got out, and we started to follow her.
Uncle John told us to stay put. Then he drove through
the farmyard and out into a big field 45
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He stopped and got out of the driver's seat. "Anna," he
said, "it's your turn!" At first she was speechless. Then
he refused, she pleaded, she almost cried, but then she
laughed. "you can't hurt anything but your pride out
here," he said. She got out of the passenger seat, went
around to the front of the car, and got the car engine
started.

My mother was a powerful woman. She was used to
hard work, but she knew nothing about cars. Then she
got in and started driving. It wasn't smooth at first. Her
brother explained one thing and then another. We three
children understood nothing. We couldn't see much
over the front seats of the car anyway.

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Living with nature

Growing up in the middle of huge forest in Ontario
meant Ella McCarthy was in touch with nature. She
learned the names of the wild flowers in the woods and
meadows. She learned the names of the trees. In the
early spring, Ella picked little dandelion leaves for salad.
From the stream, her mother brought home watercress.
These greens were made into
delicious salads. By the end
of May, Ella and her father
looked for on the
Juneberry tree.

There are some things in the universe that are beyond our
understanding. One of those things is how | bent spoons with
the energy of my mind. | was at workshop about not limiting
ourselves by our doubts.

We were to hold our spoons lightly
and then think about making them
bend.

| saw another really strange thing happen. Four people picked
up a fifth person without any strain. The procedure is simple:

The four people can try to pick up the
person in the chair by holding onto one chair leg each and

lifting. That way, however, is not easy.

The better way is defy gravity. The four lifters put their hands,
one on top of the other, on top of the head of the person on the
chair.
