PROGRESSIVE

(a) I’'m hungry right now. I want an apple. Some verbs are NOT used in the present
INCORRECT: I am wanting an apple. progressive. They are called “nonaction verbs.”

(b) 1 hear a siren. Do you hear it t00? In (a): Wanz is a nonaction verb. Wanz expresses
INCORRECT: I’m hearing a siren. Are you a physical or emotional need, not an action.
hearing it 100? In (b): Hear is a nonaction verb. Hear expresses

a sensory experience, not an action.

I st in class every day.

The PRESENT PROGRESSIVE expresses
actions that are happening right now,
while the speaker is speaking, as in (b),
(d), and (f).

Are you sitting in class right now?

Does the teacher write on the board every day?
Is the teacher writing on the board right now?

The SIMPLE PRESENT uses do and does
as helping verbs in questions.

The PRESENT PROGRESSIVE uses am, 7s,
and are in questions.
