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What is a Paragraph ?

A paragraph consists of several sentences that are grouped together.
This group of sentences together discuss one main subject. In formal
academic English, paragraphs have three principal parts. These three

parts are the topic sentence, body sentences, and the concluding

sentence.

A topic sentence usually comes at the beginning of a paragraph; that
is, it is usually the first sentence in a formal academic paragraph. Not
only is a topic sentence the first sentence of a paragraph, but, more
importantly, it is the most general sentence in a paragraph. What

does 'most general' mean? It means that there are not many details in



the sentence, but that the sentence introduces an overall idea that

you want to discuss later in the paragraph.
