The Intensive English Program course at the University of Dammam prepares students for their main
academic courses at their different majors and colleges. The course is a skill-based program that tackles the main
language skills of listening, reading, speaking, and writing.

Students undergo a placement test at the beginning of the program, where they are divided into two levels,
Beginner and Intermediate. Students study 20 hours a week, with a total of 600 hours for the whole Year, with
300 hrs in each semester. Throughout the course, students study English in three different areas, general English,
English for Special Purposes (ESP), and TOEFL preparation. The General English is given 450 hours (300 in the
first semester and 150 in the second), while ESP and TOEFL preparation together are given 75 hours each.

Different strategies are used in delivering the course. Instructors use direct lecturing, group activites,
workshops, field activities, and extra-curricula activities, with the focus falling mainly on the communicative
approach in the teaching process.

To pass the program at the end of the two semesters, the student is required to obtain a grade C (70%) in the
overall evaluation.

These skills encompass the ability to solve
mathematical problems, analyze and interpret data .The purpose of this course is to
develop the comprehension of the course material in English ,improve their
computational skill ,demonstrate writing ability of solutions with logical steps and
prepare students for pre calculus .An emphasis will be given to the understanding of the
statement of problem and the mathematical terminology .The course primarily aims at
the development of critical thinking among the students through the mathematical
concept studied at the high school .The topics include Fundamentals of Algebra
,Equation and Inequalities ,Polynomial and Rational Function ,Complex Numbers and
Vectors ,Functions and Graphs , Exponential and Logarithmic Functions.

There could be another program concerned with applied statistics That aims to delivery concept
of statistics with its different aspects and it helps the student with organizing data and representing it
in tables and graphs a comprehensive understanding of the subject and a more participatory
approach in the learning process.

The course is designed to develop students’ vocational and theoretical skills of statistical
analysis, and Computer-Assisted Architectural Design and Drawing. It introduces basic
concepts of Statistics. The course enable the students to achieve, by the time of completion:
An ability to distinguish between different branches of statistics like descriptive statistics and
inferential statistics using Statistics software (like SPSS), ability to organize and present
Data Graphically, and to calculate different descriptive statistical measures, An ability to
estimate and test hypotheses out of statistical data, An understanding of the necessary skills
of software designing, drawing and editing to be able in the end to produce technical and
standard 2D drawings with accurate dimensions in a professional way, An ability to use the
basic drawing and editing tools and commands by exposing them to a number of drawing
techniques and methods, meanwhile allowing them to develop their own drawing techniques,
An ability to organize assignments by using layers, to print out a hard copy of a digital
drawing using plotters and printers, and to import and edit digital pictures, The student will
train on an industry-standard drafting software package (like Auto Cad) with the logic,
concept and skills of computer-aided design and drafting.

The topics include Basic Ideas,
Looking At Forces, Turning Effect of Forces , Describing Motion, Newton's laws and
Momentum, Work, Energy and Power , Circular Motion, Gravitational Forces and
Fields, Wave Motion ,Reflection and Refraction, Interference and Diffraction, Current
and Charge, Electric Circuits, Magnetic Fields and thermodynamics .
