* The birth of grammar :
- parents noticed that their children used single words sentences . Most Psycholinguists believe that children are using single word , sentence as adults often do in conversation . Milk ?
for do you have any milk ?
Milk ! for I’d like some milk .
* Transformational Grammar TG :
- Affecting the study of language .
- Many studies are done on the acquisition of grammar by ............ فيه كم كلمة ناقصه 
- Children progress through different stages of grammatical development , measured by the average number of words per utterance .
* Tow - Word utterance by a child .
e.g.
There ball
want car
It boy
- The child has a simple set of rules which generate a large number of new utterances. This capacity to generate new utterance is an essential and universal characteristics of human language .
- Even at a very young age before they have any conscious awareness of the different between parts of speech , children very rapidly acquire the nation that words do not combine randomly .
* Evidence for innateness :
- Psycholinguists believe that the acquisition of human language is not based solely on the external influence of a child’s environment .
- Psycholinguists claim that language learning comes from an innate language ability in human beings .
In other words , learning your mother tongue is different from learning how to swim or to play piano .
- Huge numbers people never learn to swim or to play piano , but all of us acquire human language , because we posses A language Acquisition Device (LAD).
* The child creativity :
- from about two to four , children produce all kinds of expressions which they have never heard in their environment , but which they create in their attempts to construct or reconstruct their mother tongue . (mans, knifes, goed, eated...)
