Q1 : How are language and speech acquired ?
{ The child language } = we mean the mother tongue .
-The ability of children to pick (learn) up their mother tongue = first lang. so quickly is the central concerned of psychology of language ( in other word psychology concerned in the first language ).
-Developmental psycholinguistics examines how speech emerges over time and how children construct (build) the complex structure of their first lang. 
-The first sounds uttered by the child are just cries = kind of language .
-The crying of a baby conveys (gives) some significant communication .
-A common mistake is to assume (think) that children have no language until they utter their first word.  = { about the time of their first birthday } .
*The first stage of children language is crying . Crying in the first few months is a kind of language without speech because the child communicate different types of discomfort .
For example (Hunger) without using speech sounds = Crying shows the mother some kind of discomfort.
-Crying is a direct preparation for a life time of vocal communication .
-Crying is iconic , there is a direct link between their physical sound and its communicative intend (goal) . For example ; the hungrier baby is , the louder and longer the crying is.
-The baby may not cry to express discomfort or pain but rather to elicit (attract) attention. = this is show how smart baby is .
-Crying and cooing affect and are affected by caretaker behavior. 
*The second stage is cooing :
-The cooing stage emerges (comes) at about two months of age.
-When infants (babies) begin to babble (produce) consonants, they do not necessarily produce only the consonants of their mother tongue. They produce consonants found in other languages .
*The third stage is babbling : 
-Babbling is the first psycholinguistics stage where we have evidence that infants are influenced by exposure to their language one .
*After crying , cooing , babbling , we come to the
 " First word " :
-The first words that children learn to say refer to everyday objects and things that can be manipulated by the child { mama , dada , doggie , milk , cookie …etc }
-Ego centric speech refers to the child when talking about what surrounds it .
Important Definitions :
1-Babbling : strings of consonants , vowels , clusters that produced by infants . The emerge during the second six months of baby's life .
2-Cooing : it is an early stage of oral production and it precedes babbling .
