In the first section of the poem what did he tell us ??? he is board of being an ideal king , this is the main idea in the first section , we have a speaker who is restless , who is discontent and not happy for being a king , because he feels himself as an ideal king .
In the second section when he says :
I cannot rest from travel: I will drink
Life to the lees: all times I have enjoyed
Greatly, have suffered greatly, both with those….
The first section we have an unhappy tone but in the second section we have a happy tone , notice the shift in tones the speaker here is proud of his past life and a achievements, he speaks in a very heroic language , his tone is full of pride and he has great desire for the search of knowledge.
This is my son, mine own Telemachus,
To whom I leave the sceptre and the isle — 
Well-loved of me, discerning to fulfil
This labour, by slow prudence to make mild
A rugged people, and through soft degrees
Subdue them to the useful and the good.
Most blameless is he, centred in the sphere
Of common duties, decent not to fail
In offices of tenderness, and pay
Meet adoration to my household gods,
When I am gone. He works his work, I mine.
The speaker her speaks about his son , that he loves his son , who do we judge that he loves his son ??? he speaks proudly of him by saying This is my son, mine own Telemachus  we have 3 possessive pronouns in the line an indication of the pride of the father to his son.
Sceptre= الصولجان  which is a symbol of solemnity and power , he introduces his son , notice here Ulysses is going to leave his position in the hands of his son , which means that he trusts his son to be king , the father loves his son dearly discerning= recognize  his son is known to be a good ruler when Ulysses left for the Trojan war Telemachus  was a little boy but when her returned after 10 years he found his son a strong young man, Telemachus was known to be a good ruler because he was able to carry on the mission by wisdom and careful management , the people of Attica  are described as rugged = hard , rough people who are difficult to handle but because he is a wise king he was able to manage his people ,he was able to guide them to make the best out of them, he handles all the levels of his society he is most blameless, he directs people in the best way , he does not have other interests , he has great devotion for his work , this is a good leader who is involved in the affairs of people, he is not a very harsh ruler nor a lenient one he is a decent person one who can manage all levels of people in his society. He is a religious person he do all the services for the gods.
We feel here that the speaker Ulysses does not like his position as a king sometimes he looks down to this position and before he leave he chose some who is fit for this position because he is concerned for his people and this balances the passivity  in him he can't just leave his people in search for knowledge.
The father is interested in searching for knowledge and the son is interested in running the affairs of the country so on the domestic level we will find the son exceeding his father and on the domain of adventure and knowledge we will find the father exceeding his son and this balances both the father and the son .
The speaker in the previous lines his tone was so proud and energetic, the rhythm was quick and powerful but here his language in this section is different from the previous here we feel the lat rhythm.
The 4th section we will talk about techniques, in the last section : 
There lies the port; the vessel puffs her sail:
There gloom the dark broad seas. My mariners,
Souls that have toil'd, and wrought, and thought with me — 
That ever with a frolic welcome took
The thunder and the sunshine, and opposed
Free hearts, free foreheads — you and I are old;
The audience are different here , they are the mariners and usually they are the sailors and some slaves and colleague Ulysses is now addressing them , look how he addresses them on board the ship  the vessel puffs her sail: look at this beautiful personification , when the sails are pushed by the wind they are puffed =منفوخة   which means that the ship is ready to sail ,ready to start its journey , the broad seas here are mysterious it has all of the unknown all of the attractive domains for him. We have direct address to the mariners he is addressing his mariners as soles that have toil'd with him that had worked hard and suffered not only him that suffered , they also suffered , they were his slaves but they were also his partners, they share with him decisions , they share with him ideas , they are equal to him even though they are his slaves , with them they faced thunder which is a representation of difficult times and sunshine which is a representation of good bright time. The mariners here share Ulysses the experiences in the past , they accepted the difficult and the joyous times with a smile, they tolerate the experience with Ulysses .  Free hearts, free foreheads look at this metonymy those mariners are described brave ,courageous  and clear minded free, seeking knowledge so the crew here is a noble one similar to their leader see the equality, he does not look down upon his crew members even though they are his own slaves , but he makes them equal to him , look at the confession of old age , he is not young anymore nor his crew members they are all old.   
Old age hath yet his honour and his toil;
Look at the characteristics of old age , physically they are weak but mentally and in their hearts they are young and they are wise .

Death closes all: but something ere the end,
Some work of noble note, may yet be done,
Not unbecoming men that strove with Gods.

Look at his aim he is dieing there is no doubt about this but there must be something to be done near the end , there must be something done of a noble aim Not unbecoming look at the double negative here, a negative thing leads to a positive thing , they will not sit and wait for their death they will fight to reach their aim  
The lights begin to twinkle from the rocks:                                                                             The long day wanes: the slow moon climbs:                                                                            the deep Moans round with many voices. 
Come, my friends, 'Tis not too late to seek a newer world.
Notice the melancholy in the voice here , the sun starts to set we have the death of the day , it foreshadows  the old age , also it foreshadows the end of the monologue here , the day ends , we have the sea creating frightening sounds , because of the clash of the waves , the end of the day and the sunset imagery , they all connote the approach of the end but this end does not hinder Ulysses  Come, my friends look at the energetic voice even though he is close to the end they have the desire to search for knowledge and new experience , we could feel the determination of the speaker , we could feel the power of the agitating power of the desire for knowledge that is in the speakers heart as well as in his crew members , because they do not object to him , they are going to share him the experience . 

Push off, and sitting well in order smite
The sounding furrows; for my purpose holds
To sail beyond the sunset, and the baths
Of all the western stars, until I die.
Now we have the beginning of the journey as we know there were no machinery , all of the ships were depending on sails and the manual leg , let us defeat the waves  look at the declaration of the aim here my purpose death is going to be the last experience for Ulysses, death itself is not frightening here , it is an experience for him , his aim was to travel to the west, now it is a very important point we know the Mediterranean , the Greek islands  usually they do not head to the west they used to believe that it is the end of the world , usually they sail closer to the coast , here the speaker intends to sail to the west , which means that he seeks death deliberately , death is the final adventure for Ulysses he imagines himself in the sea heading to the west .    

It may be that the gulfs will wash us down:
It may be we shall touch the Happy Isles,
And see the great Achilles, whom we knew
Maybe we will not be able to reach because the Greek isles they are all having these gulfs and the gulfs are known for their stormy and windy weather maybe we will drawn before we reach our destination or reach the happy isles the island of the souls of the dead great people, so it is like reaching paradise Achilles = great Trojan warrior of Homer's Odyssey Ulysses new Achilles because they fought together in the Trojan war . 
Tho' much is taken, much abides; and though
We are not now that strength which in old days
Moved earth and heaven; that which we are, we are;
Look how Ulysses is a self conscious speaker, he is a realist he knows that he is an old man , but he knows that he has great desirers , he has true crew members that will join him in his journey he will confront all the difficulties that he will face because he is not a coward . we are not as strong as we used to be when we were young , we are aged people now who are determined to search for knowledge and adventures till the last minutes of our lives.   

One equal temper of heroic hearts,
Made weak by time and fate, but strong in will
To strive, to seek, to find, and not to yield.
He did not only describe himself as a hero but he also described his crew members as heroes which means that he is very proud of them, and he feels equal to them , what weaken them is fate and age, you could see how honest the speaker is here , the will is there it is strong it stimulates the person , beautiful line to struggle to follow your dream and find it and not to surrender to any obstacles, more obstacles you face the stronger you get.
The poem is a dramatic monologue= we have a character on stage speaking while the other characters do not hear him only the audience hear him, the Victorian poet took the monologue and developed it to be a verse form in which  it is a lyrical poem where we have a speaker  imaginary or a historical figure like Ulysses and he speaks a long speech in his speech either he addresses audience listening to him , or there might be no audience , sometimes audience interfere in the speech because there will be some kind of communication but here we have no communication only Ulysses is speaking here and he addresses his people , his mariners and his son .
In Ulysses's speech there is a lot of self revelation we knew much about his character , his dreams , his ideas, the way he thinks….and with this he gains the sympathy of the audience .
So we have a dramatic monologue were Tennyson used a mythical character , the poem here is allegorical, having a surface meaning an a hidden meaning , the poem was written 3 weeks after the death of Arthur Hallam , the surface story is the story of Ulysses and his search for knowledge and adventures , but the hidden meaning  is that life continues it does not end with the death of our beloveds yes we undergo the moment of shock and grief but life must go on , one must not be hindered by any grief that strikes his life.
Tennyson in this poem meditates in a very creative way upon the death of his beloved friend Arthur Hallam. He used his own personal experience of grief  and turned it into an impersonal one , he turned it into a work of art .
In this dramatic monologue, Tennyson meditates creatively upon the death of Arthur Hallam. He used his own personal experience of grief over his friend Hallam and turned it into impersonal form of a work of art. He transforms his grief into a new experience and a search for knowledge and adventure ,a search for the unknown. The poem is allegorical depicting the incentive to look upon life as a great adventure and the need of braving the struggle no matter what obstacles we meet or what the end may be. 
The structure:
The poem has 4 sections , you will find 2 small, short paragraphs and 2 long ones. Section no. 1 starts from line 1 until 5. The poem is devided into 4 sections 2 major and 2 subsections that support them .
The 1st sections lines 1+2 we have a speaker who is not happy , discontent, we feel his rejection to the domestic life he lives , the kind of diction and rhythm are harsh and sometimes explosive , the tone is bitter.
2nd section from line 6-32 the speaker is proud of his past the diction and rhythm are opposite to the previous because the speaker is happy of his glorious past , the language is grandeur the rhythm is energetic.
The 3rd section 33- 43 the speaker despises his office he does not like to be a king , he speaks in a passive way about his work , but he speaks well of his son , so the diction and the rhythm are flat there is no energy in this section .
The 4th section 44-70 in this section we have the resolution ,because the speaker here reaches to a decision that he will sail with his mariners , the language here is very heroic but there is a sense of melancholy .
Generally speaking the tone of the poem is not stable we have variations of tones it is complex  because it expresses Ulysses's past life and at the same time it talks about his present life and the nearly later future life that he desires to have.
The features of Tennyson's poetry : 
1.Tennyson was greatly influenced by Keats, Keats is a great poet who depended on sensuous language. Tennyson learned how to use certain techniques in symbolism his images leads us to experience physical reality with great intensity , the imagery is primarily descriptive of what is perceived by the senses similar to Keats, Tennyson made the images which are complete and limited not only sharper in perception of objects of senses but less definite and plain of experience , this method of using images without using an established association but into a wide field of association is familiar in modern poetry. He paved the way towards modern symbolism.
2.He experimented the use of symbolic situations , a method which is close to allegory but lack the consistence and the flexible extensity of parallel. 
3.He explores mythology ,he uses legends like king Arthur and the use of classical mythology…  his exploration with mythology gave its fresh poetic meaning and modern significance ,myth became an independent way of ordering experience ,his achievement anticipated the development of what T.S Eliot has called mythical method of so much modern literature .
Ex. Ulysses is an old traditional myth but he modernized it .
 The characteristics of Tennyson's poetry : 
1.Tennyson mastered the use of the sounds of the words, he has the ability to create musicality in the lines.
2.Tennyson evoked modes and states of minds in his poems , he created a sense of nostalgia for the past or remote experience. He is excellent in giving reflected description or setting to a state of mind.
3.Tennyson was engaged in the issues of his days ex. Isolation of the artist , woman question..
