                                            LECTURE TEN
Today we are going to start with Christina Georgina Rossetti ,she is a female poet , she was well known including the great reputation of her great publications , she published some of her works in the magazine of the pre-Raphaelite , and one of these poems that she published is Goblin Market which is a very long poem around 400 lines , which was a poem written for children but it was not actually a poem for children , it is an allegorical poem , that talks about a fairytale , it talks about women and certain issues about women.
Rossetti participated in publishing some of her works in the pre-Raphaelite magazine but she is not considered a pre-Raphaelite poet because she is a 19th c poet well known for her thoughts and literary works , she was a very devotee person , an Anglican ,actually she was very religious, unfortunately she is not married , she was engaged but the engagement was not fulfilled in marriage and being a spinster she had more time to devote to her literary works , so she published many poems and she wrote in many themes , but her favorite theme was the theme of death , this theme occupies her writings , maybe we will find similarities between her and Emily Dickenson in the occupation of the theme of death , death is mysterious nobody has came back from death to tell us what is there after death so many poets try to explore this unknown world in their literary production , some of her works were published in the magazine and the rest were published in collections .
Goblin Market is a fairytale talking about 2 sisters who used to live alone , and they go and fetch the water from the spring every day and they return back, on their way they saw a goblin a magical fairy creature with magical powers and they carry huge baskets of fruits and they   [image: http://t1.gstatic.com/images?q=tbn:ANd9GcToA_HQnVnh35Fol7RlFgMzvKfDPHETJy1_IvMMWCpc9J6mnslH] [image: http://t1.gstatic.com/images?q=tbn:ANd9GcToA_HQnVnh35Fol7RlFgMzvKfDPHETJy1_IvMMWCpc9J6mnslH]offered the [image: ]  girls to buy from them , of course the girls were warned from tasting fruits from the goblins because it is magical and it will bewitch them and call for their end , so here we can see the theme of temptation.
The 2 sisters are on their way to fetch water and on their way they try not to look at the goblins so they will not be witched but one of the sisters was very curious she wanted to know about the goblins , so one day she delayed herself and let her sister go home she just wanted to watch the goblins but unfortunately she was caught by the magical sight of the fruits , so they offered her many of their delicious kinds of fruits but the girl could only look and when they asked her to buy she said I do not have coins, so they asked her to cut a lock from her golden hair and pay with it as if it is money , hair here is very symbolic it represents her chastity and her virginity so she gave them the lock and she devoured the fruit , she ate and ate until it became dark , the twilight time and when she returned home her sister saw her with all the liquid and juices of the fruits on her face , she was very afraid that her sister might lose her power and energy, after several days she yearns to taste the fruits again , she wanted to go and buy again but she cannot see or taste the fruit again and that is the magic of the fruit once you have tasted it you cannot taste it anymore, her other sister could see them and hear them , unfortunately she started losing her power , she became weak sick and she was almost going to die .
The other sister when she saw her sister is going to die in front of her she decides to save her sister, so she took a coin and she went to the goblins , of course the goblins were very happy to receive her, because they want her to taste from their fruit , so she tells them I want to buy from your fruit and take it home with me , but they said no you cannot take it with you, you have to taste it here and have a feast with us.
The sister refused and they became very aggressive towards her and they attacked her , pinching her , twisting her, bulling and harming her squeezing the fruit upon her face , what did she do????
She sealed her lips so she could not taste her fruit but deep in her heart she was happy because all of the juices are all over her and when they got tired they let her go and they took all of their things which disappeared .
The sister ran home quickly before the juices dry up and when she reaches home she asks her sister to hug her and lick all of the juices from her , the sick sister thought that her sister also tasted the fruit and she is also going to die.
When she kissed her sister she tasted the juices which tasted horrible it was not the same taste that she felt the first time , after tasting the fruit for the 2nd time she fell in some kind of frenzy and she was shaking and she fell unconscious , her sister was very sad to see her sister facing such a state and she nursed her for a few days until on the 3rd or 4th day she recovered and she regained her life again.
By that the story ends which is a kind of a fairy tale that has under it symbolical and allegorical meanings , we could see a female cry, one who sacrifices her life to save her sister, this is one of the hidden levels of allegory  , we could see how a woman stand against evil. This is considered one of Rossetti's great achievements besides her religious poetry which was very well known during the Victorian period .
Today we are going to talk about 2 poems that are about the theme of death , those poems although they seem simple in their language but they are very rich in their meanings about death.
Up Hill
We have 2 characters on knows and the other does not know , one asks  a question and the other answers him, what do they ask each other ??
Here one ask and the other gives confirmed answer.

Yes, to the very end. 
Will the day's journey take the whole long day? 
From morn to night, my friend. 

We have a traveler how is asking another traveler of a journey , which is the journey of . hill = it means that it is a place where he have to climb up, it needs physical effort and strength , which means that the inexperienced traveler is asking the other experienced traveler about the  road , [image: http://www.poetry-archive.com/d_pic.gif]OES the road wind up-hill all the way?  = which means that this journey has a beginning and an end , the road is continuous it does not diverse left or right, it is straight forward but it goes around the hill, the journey is a whole day and day here represents life.
Morn = represents the birth of life,  night represents the end of life , this is the journey of man that takes him from the moment he is born , till the moment he dies .   
  
  
But is there for the night a resting-place? 
A roof for when the slow dark hours begin. 
May not the darkness hide it from my face? 
You cannot miss that inn.

The traveler is asking , when I reach uphill it is going to be night time , is there a place where I can sleep, roof = roof of the grave slow dark hours begin = the beginning of dieing. He asks it will be dark when I reach there am I going to miss the direction of the path of my journey??! He tells him you cannot miss that inn = symbolic to the grave yard .
  
Shall I meet other wayfarers at night? 
Those who have gone before. 
Then must I knock, or call when just in sight? 
They will not keep you standing at that door.

He asks will I meet other travelers in my journey at night??? He says you will see the others that went there before you did = the dead. When I reach there shall I knock on the door so that they will receive me or what shall I do??! He tells him you are not going to be delayed , you are going to be received , because death does not wait when it comes it takes you right away , so since the grave yard is the inn you will be received immediately     
  
Shall I find comfort, travel-sore and weak? 
Of labour you shall find the sum. 
Will there be beds for me and all who seek? 
Yea, beds for all who come. 

When I reach there will I find all of the luxury I find in inns  labour  = good deeds = if you work hard in life if your good deeds will comfort you there in your stay. He asks will we all , me and the travelers will have beds , he answers him yes beds for who come.

The poem here is a very typical religious poem about mans' duty in life , it is a journey that he have to take but well prepared for to reach the other life , the poem is created in a very simple typical way , a question and an answer between a traveler and an experienced person , the poem is very symbolic , because it is a simple of mans journey , man is destined to travel in life every one must go prepared and he will find his reward when he reach if good or bad .

Notice the simplicity of the language that has underneath it a very rich religious poem , that shows what man can expect after life which means that the poet believes in the afterlife with its gifts and punishments.

Technique: very simple language, we do not have metaphors , clear diction , questions and answers , the stanzas are quatrains , simple rhyme scheme ab, ab, through the whole poem, short lines = the poet is confident in what she believes in about the Christian journey in life.

The other poem that she about about death is different because it depicts death in a very attractive way , the poem is a kind of a requiem a kind of a song .





When I am Dead My Dearest

When I am dead, my dearest, 
Sing no sad songs for me; 
Plant thou no roses at my head, 
Nor shady cypress tree: 
Be the green grass above me 
With showers and dewdrops wet; 
And if thou wilt, remember, 
And if thou wilt, forget. 

Here we have a female speaker that declares to her beloved not to cry upon her death , do not plant roses or trees on my grave which is the normal thing to do but here she asks him to go and live his life , usually requiem are to remember and weep for the lost ones but here it's different.
As if the speaker wants to cut herself from her old relation , because now she is in a senseless world , the world of the dead, she is separated from the living world roses = do not plat roses which are a simple of love and do not plant cypress tree =  a kind of tree which is always green its color never changes because he will sit under its shade and cry over her, she wants her beloved to be like the green grass receiving the showers and the dew drops and continue its life and if you want to remember me it's ok if you want to forget me it's also ok   مب زي بعض الحريم حتى قبل لاتموت تقول للرجال شف ياويلك تعرس عقبي خخخخخ إن مانشبت له بالحلم بعد   the speaker is indifferent here  notice the dramatic shift in the 2nd stanza:

I shall not see the shadows, 
I shall not feel the rain; 
I shall not hear the nightingale 
Sing on, as if in pain: 
And dreaming through the twilight 
That doth not rise nor set, 
Haply I may remember, 
And haply may forget. 
The speaker here is pointing that she is going to be senseless she will not here the songs sung to her or hear the nightingale she will not feel the rain or see the shadows , she will be senseless, the speaker here is free from desire and she says that clearly , she says I do not know what state I will be in I may remember and I may not because I am disconnected from the world of senses.
The speaker here describes the senseless life one has after death
I shall not see, 
I shall not feel                                                                                                                               I shall not hear
She will see , feel or hear anything, her death will separate her from the worlds of the living, so whatever her beloved do for her she will not feel it so she dismisses him from crying upon her death it is useless.
Notice the speaker here and how the role is reversed by being the one who speaks to the loved one as if she is trying to reject the male tradition of mourning the dead.
In the 1st stanza the speaker directly addresses her male lover: 
When I am dead, my dearest, 
Sing no sad songs for me;  
So she is directing her lover on what to do after her death instead of things she will not feel because she is in a senseless world .
Notice the 2 lines at the end of each stanza they are both repeated but in a different way:
And if thou wilt, remember, 
And if thou wilt, forget.                       1st stanza
   
Haply I may remember, 
And haply may forget.                        2nd stanza 

This shows balance and equality between male and female .
Technique:
The poet created a very beautiful poem by using simple language , simple technicalities with simple rhythmical pattern, it is a very beautiful lyrical poem because it is a kind of a requiem that talks about  the death of a person .
