A song
The music at this song is very clear and nice. In order to create such music in any poem each stanza should has a theme but all the themes in all stanzas should have harmony.

Stanza 1
The poet said that when the world finishes in June (this is the month where all the flowers start to die because the Spring is almost over) but actually the flowers don’t die at that time they just transfer to another shape which is seeds and then they are ready to start over again to be flowers in the next Spring.

When the summer starts where do the flowers go?  They just go for your inside beauty and go to their “causes” or their coming live or existence. We don’t know clearly why he said that in his song. But we can say that every thing is made and have a form and a purpose in order to exist. To help the object to fulfill the purpose this is why human beings live they always have a goal to achieve and it works as a reason for another thing to start.( Flowers flourish and fade  to be seeds then another flowers come up and so on.

The phoenix has the ability to come back from death even after 500 years and live again. Also we don't know if dies East or West any it will come back. This a symbolic meaning for the recreation of human beings after death.

Theme 

The beloved ones are the cause of life and we live for them as they are the secret of beauty.

Stanza 4
Many lives die if they loose love.

Subject Matter:
Why they become lovers? When you look fair, neat and better every one is going to love "quit, quit for shame" stop being shame .That is an ironic image.

Theme: Love can improve your life. The poet's beloved doesn't love him for any reason so, she quit being shame 

Ideas:  The who shows the most caring in love is the best.
John suckling

 John suckling and Richard Lovelace are two writers wrote lately in the age of the cavalier or the metaphysical poetry period. Firstly, John suckling, he was courtier and well educated man. He is one of these poets who considered pure cavalier poet as he is described as careless writer who never take writing poetry as a serious matter, he did not care in choosing the words, and his language was so direct and simple in contrary to Johnson who was having some seriousness.  Concerning his physical appearance, he was a tiny man, the thing which remind us with the Arabic poet" AlGahez" and the English one Alexander pop, as AlGahez used to mock himself, suckling's physical appearance had an influence on his poetry. For suckling, he did not take the matter of writing seriously and used to write very flat writings, this is because of writing in very early period in his life.

Sir John Suckling 

 In the introductory stanza, he addresses a fond lover; we can notice that it remind us with Sonnet 31 by Philip Sidney. In a classical way, he addresses the fond lover, as all his features appear to be evidence of being in love. He sees that the lover must not to be pale because it will not attract his beloved, the lover have to get ride of this pale impression on his face.

In the second and third stanza, he addresses the fond lover as "young sinner", so he considers love is sin, he asking him why he is mute, upset by her negative attitude to him. In addition, he says to him that his keeping quite or mute cant be attractive to her, he must express his love and admiration. Lastly, if he trying to do all his best to attract her, she wont be attracted a, so She is only able to be loved and treated by the devil" the devil take her". He considers her have some characteristics of the devil, as she cannot be moved emotionally by all ways,  the lady will not be moved by the good or bad.
All the previous lines reveals suckling as a very young man who lacks patience and the enough experience, he has no experience how the love is and the ways attracting the beloveds. On the other hand, it can be noticed here the metaphysical sense in the poets considering the lover as a sinner, as he addressed the lover in the first stanza as a fond lover and in the second stanza as a sinner.
 The poem is considered to some extent a romantic approach for the romanticism because of the feeling of suffering and being neglected from the beloved, but there is a matter of complaining because of this act. This is different to Sidney's sonnet where he mentions that he feels satisfied and enjoyed with being tormented because of love .In addition; he was keen on stressing his love to his beloved in the end of every stanza although he was originally writing that poem to mention that he will forget her. The poem in our hands now is in contrary to it, the lover is dismissing his beloved because she always neglects him. Thus, the poem is considered metaphysical poem that stresses the idea that love is sin.
Song It's a song by Suckling and it has a very quick rhyme and it is written in three stanzas .

The 1st stanza:
Why so pale and wan fond lover?
Prithee why so pale?
Will, when looking well can't move her,
Looking ill prevail?
Prithee why so pale?

He is asking the lover why he's looking so pale and why he is sick and he's answering the question ….. is it because when you were healthy, you did not move your beloved, so you have to look ill in order to impress her. Of course because it's a song, we have repetition for example of /why so/ and using refrain. He is asking directly and there is answering, so this is a dramatic situation.

The 2nd stanza:


Why so dull and mute young sinner?
Prithee why so mute?
Will, when speaking well can't win her,
Saying nothing do't?
Prithee why so mute?
Why do you look gloomy and silent? They consider love to be a sin and that's why he called him young sinner. Of course this is not the true kind of love because at that time they were courtiers and they looked at love playfully.
Is it because when you were speaking ….. you couldn't win her love and that's why you're keeping silent now. Maybe this will win her and make her love you.


The 3rd stanza:
Quit, quit for shame, this will not move,
This cannot take her;
If of herself she will not love,
Nothing can make her;
The devil take her. 
He says stop doing this because it's a shame for you and stop being silent and trying to look sick. This is shameful and this will not affect her. These ways will not win her if she doesn't love you from her own self and you don't have to pretend to be sick or pretend to be silent. If she doesn't love you, nothing will make her love you.
If she doesn't love you, let the devil take her and let her go to hell. The last line shows the playfulness of Suckling. This is the schoolboy's obscenity and impoliteness. He is not showing him the way to win her love. If she doesn't love you just leave her and let her go to hell.
Of course this song is typical of the cavaliers it shows that frivolous and schoolboy's obscenity. He's not talking about serious love. Verse here is very light, very racy, very quick saving that if she doesn't do this leave her. 
You can see the swinging movement ….. why are you doing so and so ….. is it because……. question and answer going and coming keeping moving but at the same time coming back to the same idea
You will see in this song that he is playful and he's showing his country house kind of poetry very playful and very entertaining. He is addressing lovers. He imagines that there is a lover who is pale or sick of love. We have a kind of dramatic approach here and that's why we have a direct question. Remember the kind of argumentative style questions and answers asking something and waiting for answers.
He is addressing this lover asking why do you look so pale and try to find an answer for the sickness or that paleness of this lover. 

Is it because when you look strong and healthy you cannot influence your lover, so you have to look so pale to have an influence on her. It's a song about love and we have the same idea repeated in different stanzas he repeats it even the same expression.

Richard Lovelace

Richard Lovelace was a handsome man and in the contrary to suckling, he was very careful in writing and keen on the poetry. Lovelace had more depth in his poetry more than suckling, in addition to being painter, so he has substance to express his feeling. He was soldier, so he has the experience of war, the thing which made some contradictory in his poetry, and made him express the love as a war.


TO LUCASTA, ON GOING TO THE WARS
by: Richard Lovelace (1618-1658)

That from the nunnery

Of thy chaste breast and quiet mind

To war and arms I fly.

True, a new mistress now I chase,

The first foe in the field;

And with a stronger faith embrace

A sword, a horse, a shield.

Yet this inconstancy is such

As thou, too, shalt adore;

I could not love thee, Dear, so much,

Loved I not Honor more.


In this poem, the reader from the very beginning realizes the poet's very strange approach towards love, honour and war. In the first stanza, the poet says that since I cannot love you I am leaving you now. The poet's beloved is so beautiful to be loved but his beloved cannot appreciate his love to her. The word" sweet" is a word said  out of politeness not out of love, and the word "nunnery" means female priest as she is chaste who covers her breast. She is unapproachable because of being chaste, so he will leave her, as she is not ready to be involved in such love relation. Living in this kind of lady is like living in a holy place, she is morally pure. The result, he is flying to the battlefield. The poet wants to be involved in a physical relation with his beloved but she cannot involve with him in such relation because of her moral principles, so he will leave her.
 In the second stanza, the poet says that he going to chase another mistress and this mistress will be the foe or the enemy in the field.  He will deal with this mistress by many ways; by the sword to kill not to kiss, and  by the shield not to approach but to protect , so here the image of juxtaposition is so clear. This contrast is so clear in the idea of considering his enemy as his mistress.
 In the third stanza, the poet says that if his beloved will love him because of his courage, he will not love her despite his respect towards her morals because he cannot love her with being chaste. The poet prefers to have conflict between him and the foe rather than to see her beauty and cannot touch her. In fact, he is not appreciating her morality
