Chain ‘The other organizational pattern you can use to write about causes and effects is

Organization  chain organization. In this patter, causcs and cffects are linked to cach other in
 chain, One event causes a second even, which in tur causes a third event, which
in twm causes a fourth event, and so on. Each new cause and iis effect are links in
a chain. Depending on the complexity of the ideas in each link, you can devote
an entire paragraph to one lnk, or you may include several links in one paragraph,
or you may describe the entire chain in one paragraph. Chain organization usually
works better than block organization when the causes and effects are too closely
linked to be separated. Notice the chain paitern in the following diagram.
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
