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Child and women abuse and neighbors, hypocrisy of society, poverty, religion, the theories of Darwin, moralities, questioning of issues of reality, diseases and health care and environment that develop diseases with lack of health support, voting, classes of society, no education for Childs or women, these are the issues that got poets to find their way to skepticism. 
We will study for poets who wrote on issues of freedom. Like someone who wrote from Italy cursing America the nation same as England who was short when it comes to support and recover the needs of society. All these issues were included in poetry at that time and in our poet's poetry and the reasons he cursed this society. 
When it comes to politics we find the Victorians speaking about the parliament of England and the needs of people and children of the country. Voting was an issue for them that they gave lots of comments on in their poetry. The comment on the parliament doing nothing to help people and meet their needs. So, we find that voting, women, education and child issues were a big subject for poetry. 
Their relation with religion was a subject for the theory of Darwin. He spoke of what or how man got his source or theory of evolution. The origin of man was his interest and the early creation. The theory created suspicion in the minds of people at that time. The theory said that there is no creator or no God. The world to Darwin is a coincident creation or something that was created by chance because he never believed in the existence of God and that a sudden explosion created earth and creatures on it and man was the best because he managed to survive. He spoke of a chain of creation that goes back to less than an insect. Those who reject his theory asked for a full to the gap between the chain of the man and his origin as an ape. For Darwin it was jungle law or the strength is what gives the power to survive and man was the one with power at that moment.
They suspect the presence of God as the world has no creator. The doubt took control over everything around them. The theory did affect religion in a deep way. This also influenced literature. It was seen in elegies of some writers or poets in their poems. These poems started questioning the presence and absence of God and moving to issues about the idea of man and his relation with God and man's destiny. All these points were discussed in elegies in these poems by poets of this age. 
We find points like that mentioned in the poem "In Memoriam" by Tennyson which was a poem admired by the queen herself and the title of the poem itself is way important and carries significant meanings. This epic poem was with a mythological topic and it narrates not just the story of the poet but also the story of society. Lyric was not new but it flourished. The subject matter now is different and more or less subjective unlike romantics.
Lyrics was used because the poet is interested in his own self and lyrics were the best to describe that so he used lyric to educate his interest and shows his issue to society. This state of lyric was emotional and it enables women to communicate their own emotions. So, women found a chance in lyrics to speak true because it passionate and emotional which is enough to women to narrate their own story. So, lyric change to become more emotional and had changes in the subject matter.
As for the sonnet, love was an important theme in sonnets written at that time. There were sequences of sonnets about one subject that describes love. A sonnet we will study for the poet who had a chance to narrate and manage to create a distance to detach herself from the theme and poets used to speak of their own problems. Their approach is different when it comes to sonnets of this time. Sonnets in a single tone written by poets who wrote in a young generation. When he deals with a sonnet he is dealing with it as a unit or as a human being in itself and it develops. 
Elegies, sonnets, epic, lyric and monologue were all used by different writers for different in different means. One of the poems we will study of that age is written by lord Tennyson "Crossing The Bar"
Sunset and evening star,
And one clear call for me!
[bookmark: _GoBack]And may there be no moaning of the bar,
When I put out to sea,

But such a tide as moving seems asleep,
Too full for sound and foam,
When that which drew from out the boundless deep
Turns again home.

Twilight and evening bell,
And after that the dark!
And may there be no sadness of farewell,
When I embark;

For tho' from out our bourne of Time and Place
The flood may bear me far,
I hope to see my Pilot face to face
When I have crost the bar

What do you think of this poem? How do you find it? Simple language, clear themes, in the essence of his own experience and he speaks of his own death. So, he is putting his experience in lines. It's his last poem in his edition. Here he is not anticipating his own death, it’s a fact that he is dying. He is thinking of his life he left behind. The voice in this poem is the voice of someone who is really religious. Death is the subject matter he has.
First stanza, he talks about the image of time out of day light and time for evening. Going to darkness of night still there are stars which means hope or as a guide for him in the sky. "The bar" he means a metaphor of the life now and the life after.  This bar as a voice in the sea causes moaning. It extended the image from water to the moaning of the wind. He expresses his inner self. He does not want to leave any sorrow behind him when he dies which is submission to the will of God and he accepts his fate to the destiny written for him to start his journey in the other life after death. 
Second stanza, we find that there is a slow motion of the tide or the moving of the see very slowly but heading deep to the other life. With death time counts. As if he is someone walking a sleep without being able to see. Its present and he feel it with all his emotions that its moving. He speaks of the wave which is the beast that crush to the shore. "Too full" its developing to an end. We are just like the wave, comes tough then, its crushes on the shore and goes back in pieces and that’s exactly humans in their lives when they are about to die after a long journey in the sea of life. He puts the essence of his experience and he is questioning death doubts and was suspicious and he asked why should we die but eventually, he believed that it’s the state of our lives to develop to death. This is the final poem in "In Memoriam". This is the outcome of his life experience with death.
Third stanza, he speaks of the church and the bells when someone dies. He is fully aware of death ceremonies and he realizes what will happen when he is dying and it's his death ceremony. At the end of the day after sunset, there is complete darkness before the stars start appearing. He asks them not to be sad after his death. he speaks with the word "embark" as if he is starting a journey in the sea.
Last stanza, after death humans are free from time and place and no longer controlled by bond of time and place. Death is like a flight that pushes him or takes him somewhere else. He speaks that its only when he cross the bar then it's all over.
This poem carries the essence of experience of his life. He speaks of serious important issues that’s why he uses epic and write long poems where we find mythologies for narrating not just his experience but also the experience of society to what's more than a moral issue in his society. In this poem he looks like a wise logical man knows about life and accepts his fate with reason and religious acceptance. He uses elegies and he elegizes himself in this poem and elegy is a common use in this age and its poetry. 
"Dover Beach" is our next poem for next time so start working on it. A poem by Matthew Arnold and it mentions the sea in a metaphorical use not directly. "Dover Beach" is on a river between England and France. The poet speaks to someone, his companion. He speaks to his beloved because it will develop in its language. He also spoke of Sophocles and the sea of fate. Then, last stanza he makes the metaphor clear when he speaks to his beloved and the human relation between lovers come clear.
