 For expressions of future time are used for this purpose. 
Ex: I will go to college tomorrow.  
2- To expressions habitual \action which we assume will take place.
       EX: Spring will come again. 
3- With clause of condition time and some time with purpose.
EX:  If I drop this glass, it will break. 
4- To express the speakers opinion or assumption about the future we use SFT with ( think- suppose –expect- believe- perhaps – probably – surely )   
EX:  I think he go.
