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Abstract:
Recently, it has been noticed that technology plays a major role in delivering the information in classes and it makes learning English funnier, easier and quicker at high schools in Saudi society. I am going to make a survey directed to different high school students and their teachers to highlight the principal roles of technology in supporting learning English and to compare them with the traditional ways of learning. After that, I am going to conduct interviews to support the survey results.

Introduction:
We cannot deny that new technology has a wide impact and plays a very important role in studying English at Saudi high schools.  It is a matter of fact that technology has made learning English easier, funnier and more motivating in Saudi societies especially at high schools.  Smart boards, PCs, laptops, tablets and projectors help teachers to deliver the information to their students clearly and smoothly which encourage them to participate in class and this has encouraged high schools to depend on technology. For example, combining promethean boards with LCD projectors is a great method to teach in class.  On the contrary, the traditional way concentrates on the teacher’s speech rather than participation.

Literature review:
A study was made by Kinzer and Leu in 1997 and reported by Susan O’Hara and Robert Pritchard in 2014 used multimedia technology to enhance school students’ information gathering and writing skills. They mentioned that the reporter project was developed and tested in classrooms for two years and showed that students made statistically significant improvement in their recognition and their writing was more cohesive than their control group peers who were taught using similar materials and sequences but without use of technology.

Also, a research by Molly Lane named Examining Teachers’ Beliefs about the role of technology in the elementary classroom mentioned a study in which teachers described how technology supported their classroom curricula. Every teacher made some references to how technology supported their curriculum by reinforcing skills. Some of the teachers found technology as a motivator and some found it very powerful.

Significance of Research:
The significance of this research is to encourage schools to use technological devices in teaching and learning English by highlighting the great role of technology and comparing it with the traditional way.

Research Questions:
· What is the main role of technology in supporting learning English language at Saudi high schools?

· What is the difference between the modern way and the traditional way? 

Research Methodology:
A survey will be conducted in this research.  The participants will be students and teachers who deal with English language from different Saudi high schools. Then, interviews with the same parties will be done to support the survey results.


Ethical Considerations:
In this research, I am going to take into account the time and concerns of these student and teachers. They will get simple, safe and anonymous survey to read and complete.

Limitations of the study:
This study is going to be about the role of technology in supporting learning English language. On the other hand, some other majors might have different ways and levels in using technology. For example, some applications were created to support learning English language only and cannot be used in learning Arabic language. 

Expected Results:
I expect that the research will end with the following results:
· There is a big difference between the modern way of teaching and the traditional way.

· Technology helps the Saudi high school students to learn the English language quickly, smoothly and they find it very motivational.

· Most of Saudi high schools prefer to use Technology to support their curricula.
