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Signifier and signified the signified

Signifier: the sound sequence which makes up a label e@ﬁéﬂ‘}
Signified: is the meaning or concept associated with the signified.

Sign: is the correspondence between signifier and the signified. It is the
association that binds the signifier and the signified together.

1- Langue is ‘our [innate] knowledge of the systematic correspandences between
sound and meaning which make up our language (including the knowledge of what
utterances are possible . . . and what utterances are not).
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E.g. * see tomorrow I will /4 a5
1 will see you tomorrow.

2- Parole: is the actual use of language in both speech and writing
