Limitation of the Research:

    The study was limited to the third level of English language students in the first semester at University students in Dammam. The sample was divided in this study to 60 students , aged between 20 and 24 years.

    This study was conducted during the first half of the year, in a specific time period, each student takes 10-20 minutes ,and the search results are determined in the light of the study tool of the health and reliability of answers and responses of participants and paragraphs of its tool , and because we are not sure of the accuracy of the information for participants' responses, the result will be more accurate if we expand the scope of search.


Expected results:
    Search Results showed that the teaching of listening has a role in enhancing the ability to increase the level of awareness and understanding among students and the reason for this is the use audio-visual materials in recorded lectures, especially as it is suitable for the practice of this kind of listening .
    In addition to that, the interactive activities on listening is a useful tool for the development of the educational process, and play a role in getting rid of some of the problems experienced by students to learn English , and it becomes easy for them to acquire new vocabulary, to improve pronunciation .
