Marriage is often not easy. Maybe man and woman love each other,
but they argue .

Deborah Tannen says yes, men and women are very different. Tannen
teaches at Georgetown University in Washington, D.C. She writes
books about the ways people talk. She believes that men and women
talk- and think- in different ways.

The differences, Tannen says, begin when men and women are
children. Very young boys and girls are similar to each other. In other
words, they like many of the same things and play in the same ways.

One theory of sleep says that during the day, we need sleep to make
new chemicals and repair, or fix, our bodies. This theory is called the
“ Repair Theory”. One piece of evidence for this theory is that our
bodies produce more of growth hormone while we sleep.




Another theory is that the purpose of sleep is to dream. Dreaming
occurs only during one stage , or period, of sleep ( Rapid Eye
movement- REM )sleep. REM sleep occurs about 90 minutes and last
for about 20 minutes.
