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 The plot: is the narration of the main events in the work of art, each event leads to the other.

 After the death of Uncle Reed, Jane Eyre lived with her uncle’s wife, Mrs. Reed. The name of Mrs. Reed is symbolic. Reed is a dry grass on the river which is very hard. Water is the symbol of mercy, love, spirit and beauty, but this woman has no mercy inside her, she is cruel and merciless.
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 Mrs. Reed mistreats Jane and very cruel towards her. She sent Jane to a bad charity school called ‘Lowood’. The name of the school shows that it is a cruel school that is merciless. [The name of the school is voiceless in utterance; the voiceless utterance makes the sound hard and strong]. This school reminds us of Charlotte Bronte's school in which four of her sisters died. 
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 The name of Jane Eyre is symbolic. Jane is a name of saint which shows that she is religious person. Eyre means the nest of a strong bird, this show that Jane Eyre is a strong character. Bird means nature, so she loves nature. 
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 Mrs. Reed sent Jane to an old school which is very narrow. In that school, Jane met her close friend, Helen Burns. Helen is the name of the most beautiful girl in history [Helen of Troy]. The name of Helen symbolizes beauty. This beautiful girl dies at this school, which means that this school kills beauty. Because Jane is strong, she survives and works as a governess at the school. 
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 The first technique used in this novel is symbolism; the first kind of symbolism here is symbolism in names. 
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 Jane reads in a newspaper that Mr. Rochester needs a governess. So, she applied for this job and got it. Mr. Rochester admires Jane, he lives in a palace called Thornfield. The name of thorn shows that she is expected to suffer at this place. Jane went to Thornfield to work as governess for Adèle. Once there was a fire in the house, so Jane puts off the fire which means that she is a strong girl. She saves the life of Mr. Rochester, but she suspects that there is something strange in the house; Charlotte Bronte uses the technique of suspense. 
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 Jane admires Mr. Rochester although he is an old man. She noticed that Mr. Rochester speaks with Blanche Ingram who is a rich showy woman. Jane is jealous of Blanch Ingram, and she speaks to Mr. Rochester, and he knows that she admires him from the way she speaks to him. 
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 Then Jane was sent to Mrs. Reed. After coming back Mr. Rochester expresses his love of Jane and proposes to her. First she rejected him, but later she agrees to marry him. So, Jane is happy now.
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 Jane's wedding dress was burnt at night. They went to the church to get married, but someone appeared there, called Mr. Mason, and said “stop this wedding. This man is married to my sister”. Jane discovered that Mr. Rochester is married to a crazy wife, Bertha Mason. She is the woman who burnt the house. Here Charlotte Bronte uses the gothic element. Mr. Rochester says to Jane, “let's leave and marry somewhere else”, but because she is religious, she says “No sir, I can not do that because you are a married man, you deceived me”. Then, Jane left Thornfield. She was so depressed and disappointed. She begged for money. Here appears the element of fate. 
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 Jane knocks at the door of someone who is actually her cousin, Mr. John Rivers. She gets into his house. He is a religious man. He said to her “I want to marry you because I will serve at India and preach there”. She agreed to go to India and preach, but she said “No, I will not marry you”. 
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 Once at night, she hears someone saying "Jane I need you, come today I need you", it was the voice of Mr. Rochester. Remember that Charlotte Bronte used to hear the voice of her dead mother; here Bronte was affected by her real life. 
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 She went to Thornfield and saw that the house was burnt down by Bertha Mason, the crazy wife. She died and Mr. Rochester was blinded and one of his hands was cut. She asked people and said that there was someone living in this house, they said that he lives now at Ferndean. 
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 She went and met Mr. Rochester. He was so happy that she came back and she was so happy to see him. She married him and lived happily. Here Charlotte Bronte uses the element of Poetic justice: that means rewarding the good and punishing the bad. They suffered a lot, so God is going to reward them. 
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 The technical devices in the novel: symbolism, suspense, surprise, poetic justice, and fate.
Chapter 1

There was no possibility of taking a walk that day. We had been wandering, indeed, in the leafless shrubbery an hour in the morning; but since dinner (Mrs. Reed, when there was no company, dined early) the cold winter wind had brought with it clouds so sombre, and a rain so penetrating, that further out−door exercise was now out of the question. Me, she had dispensed from joining the group; saying, "She regretted to be under the necessity of keeping me at a distance;
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 Definition of Setting: It is a spatial and temporal circumstance in the work of art, spatial is related to space, and temporal is related to time. Sometimes objects are parts of the setting. For example, the tree with fallen leave shows suffering and pains, but the roses shows happiness.
- "Cold winter" is symbolic of absence of emotions. Warmth is symbol of emotions. So, here we have a chilly atmosphere which refers to the absence of emotions.  
** Atmosphere: is the mood that results from the setting such as depression sadness and happiness.
- The use of sad words and phrases in this novel shows the atmosphere of depression in which Jane lives; words such as "sad, humbled, dreadful". The use of physical inferiority shows the physical weakness of Jane. 
- Mrs. Reed excluded Jane from living her happy little childhood. Mrs. Reed is a source of depression in the play. The atmosphere here is the mood of depression, alienation and absence of emotions. The atmosphere is an outcome of the setting.
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
