Last lecture we talked about the chapter. We talked about monastic and secular. Secular chapters were maintained. They do their services to the church and they were kept by being paid wages, where as the monastic chapters would live a communal life, for example, they would live in one home and they would have their meals in one home. Upon the advent of William the Conqueror, he saw certain defects within the diocesan system in the church. What were these effects that he needed to address/ to treat? First of all, there was lack of education among the rural clergymen. There was lack of discipline within the life of Cathedral among the ministers or within the Diocesan system. The second important thing is that most of the priests/ most of the clergymen were defying one of the most important canons of the church which is the canon of celibacy. They advocated celibacy. The first important defect is that there was no undisputed head of Church of England. What did he do? He refused to have the Pope as his over-lord. In order to set thing right/ to correct these defects, he appointed Lanfranc. He was a Benedictine monk from northern of Italy. He was known for his strong personality and dedication for the life of the church. So, he assigned him and appointed him as archbishop of Europe. He collaborated with him to address these defects that exited within the diocesan system. And he went on prohibiting the violation of celibacy. The language of the church was Latin. He affected a great amount of discipline within the diocesan system in collaboration with the king’s rector. He was one of his prelates who would attend the court. 21 years after Hastings, William the Conqueror died in Normandy leaving 3 months behind him; Robert, William Rufus, and Henry. Being the eldest, Roberts was assigned as duke over the Duchy of Normandy. And William Rufus became the king of England and Henry the youngest got 5000 pounds in silver. 
William Rufus as a king:
He ruled England for 13 years. He was known for being aggressive and violent. He crushed baronial revolt which wanted to have Robert as king of England, but still he maintained stability and peace throughout his reign. When he got England, he set his eyes on Normandy. We said that Normandy comes first in terms of importance. He sent many expeditions over to have Normandy under his control. But he did not get it by force. The chance brought to him. In 1096, he wanted to take back the holy land; Jerusalem, that was under the control of Seljuk. He appealed to the European kings. Robert was very zealous about joining or leading this expedition.  So, he responded to the call of the Pope. They were not interested in Jerusalem. So, he wanted to finance an expedition to be sent over to Jerusalem to be liberated from the Seljuk. Robert enthusiastically responded to the call. When we talk about expedition, expedition is money. So, because he did not have enough money, he appealed to his brother William Rufus. He pawned Normandy to his brother in return of 6500 pounds. He needed money to finance the military expedition to be sent over to Jerusalem. He got money by levying danegeld over all his subjects. This is a national tax. And right now Normandy has become under his control/ it has become part of his kingdom (the kingdom of William Rufus, it is through this arrangement. 
I need to tell you a little bit about the structure of the church. The center of the religious life (common people/ normal people) is the parish. This is the center of the life. Every lord is in charge for building parishes for commoners and villagers within his honor. We talked about the archbishop and the bishop. And Parish is controlled by a person who is called a parson/ rector. Most of the parsons would live in a house that is next to the parish, most probably was given to them by the lord. Usually in terms of structure, the churches are divided into two parts; chancel and nave. They set it from the east to the west. In every village the church should be set from the east to west, not from the south to the north or from the north to south. But sometimes if they could not have it directed towards this direction, they set it from the south to the north or from the north to south. 
Chancel: every church has many altars. The most important one is high altar. Chancel would consist of the altars, including the high alter where the preacher set on desk and he start preaching them. Chancel is set at the east. Nave is set at the west. Most of the services that concern the lord will be done at the Chancel; the mass will be done in the part which is called the chancel. Chancel and nave are separated by Chancel arch. So, nave was at the western side. And what did take place at the nave? 1-Baptism. (It comes from John the Baptistيحيى عليه السلام ). They are following the footprints of John and what he did to Jesus Christ to become Jesus the savior. Usually the Baptism is done on the 3rd day after the birth of the child. 
The second thing of practice that is done at the nave is 2-Confirmation. By the age of three, most of the Christian children should be confirmed as real Christians.
3-Confession: It is to be done one a year at the beginning of the lent season. 
At the porch of the nave, weddings are made.  The lord is responsible for the chancel whereas the nave, they would use the tithes. Every single person who owns money, should pay one tenth in any term to the church. The  a parson/ rector will take his salary from the  tithes and he will keep some money in order to maintain the chancel and the rest of the money will be sent over to the bishop and the bishop will take what he needs and eventually it will be sent to the archbishop again. The believers are in charge of the maintenance of the nave, whereas the lord is using the money of the tithes to maintain the chancel. 
Another important part of the church is the tower. There is a kind of emotional attachment on the part of Christians towards the bells. The bells are summoning them to the mass. There is another function for these bells. In England this indicates superstitious element within the English personality or the English character. Usually when the bells are got from the blacksmith after being made, they are not hung. Before they are being hung, they are blessed and Christened by the bishop.  Their function is not only to summon them to the mass, but also to dismiss the devil spirits and a thunderstorm.
Let us go back to William Rufus. He reigned England for 13 years and he was a bit aggressive but still he maintained stability and peace throughout his reign. He further ; he centralized the role of the government/ of England through interfering between his tenants-in-chief and his subjects. He would not allow to have a relation between tenants-in-chief and his own subjects; he always interfered within. 
Let us see how he died. Robert is now in Jerusalem fighting. He was on his way passed in order to go to England. Time was running for somebody else other than Rufus and Robert. It was Henry. Time was running out for England. He already set his eyes on both Normandy and England. The king among his Counts and with his barons went on a hunting trip. And the king was shot by an arrow that was shot by one of his barons and No one really knows whether it was deliberate or indeliberate. But more probably it was deliberate; it was planned by the youngest son Henry. He was shot by an arrow and he died instantly. The corpse of the king was left for three whole days lying in the woods. When Henry heard about this, he hurried to Winchester because the royal treasury is in there and without money he could not be a king. He hurried to Winchester because there is the treasury, he needed to seize it. After three days he was crowned the English king in Westminster. 
During this event Robert reached Sicily. When he arrived Normandy, he was captured and imprisoned and died in his prison in the Tower of London. He left his son William. Later on he was killed.  
بعدين استتبت الاومور الى هنري الاول Henry I. He was counted under the title of Henry I. In the 14th century, the historian started to call him Beauclerck because he was highly educated and because of his wisdom. 
Beauclerck= Fine scholar (it is a Latin word).
He captured his eldest brother and put him in prison and he stayed in prison until his death. He released his grandson and later on he killed him. He has one legitimate son. This legitimate son died; he drowned coming from Normandy to England, he drowned in the channel. This depressed Henry I because he has no heir to succeed him. He needed to remarry but still he was unable to produce any heir. He has a daughter her name is Maud. She is married the Emperor of Germany; Henry V.  When the Emperor died, she returned to England. So, he arranged for a marriage between his daughter and the Count of Anjou. Anjou is a big duchy larger than Normandy. What did he do also to tighten his grip over England and Normandy? He married Edith; the daughter of King Malcolm of Scotland. Her name changed to Maud later on in order to win the heart and the minds of the English people. Her mother was a royal lady of Anglo-Saxon England. So, her mother is English.
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
