"Tribe of Ben"

Sons of Ben, they are the poets greatly admired Ben Jonson's work. As an entry of talking about this poet, the first thing that has to be mentioned  that he cared about the classic approach considering with the three classical  dramatic elements "time , place, action" and departed the Italian one . He considered with love as a theme and employs variety of lyric forms, highly polished style "rhyme scheme", and frequently elegantly cynical- some times- poetry. In his verse, the love and religion are the frequent themes and the dramatic, romantic, and poetic images which are in contrast to the un poetic strange images of the earlier metaphysical poets. Besides, johns' diction is concise, simple and accurate, almost like his titles of the poems which are always not ambiguous and clear, for example, "celebration of the carries". Lastly, the most important approach that he followed is departing the Italian sonnet and following the lyric form, as he hated squeezing the poem in gust t 14 lines which he saw that they are not sufficient to make him able to say and express what he wants. In addition , he admired the Greek culture and imitated it more than the Italian , and  his poem" celebration of carries" is an evidence of this information, as it's subject and title stemming from a Greek mythology. 
Cavalier poets are a broad description of school of English poets of the 17th century, who came from the classes that supported King Charles 1 during the English civil war. Much of their poetry is light in style, and generally secular in subject. They were distinguished in their themes, style, form, and images. Their themes were always about love and religion, their form was the form of song "lyric" and their images were used to be clear and romantic, the thing which distinguishes them from the earlier metaphysical poets. The best known of the cavalier poets are Ben Jonson ,  Thomas Carew,  Robert Herrick, , and sir john suckling.
 The first writer we will tackle is a poet interested in his poetry with the beauty of the female; he is Thomas Carew with his poem "A song"

Thomas Carew

A SONG.

ASK me no more where Jove bestows,
When June is past, the fading rose ;
For in your beauty's orient deep
These flowers, as in their causes, sleep.

Ask me no more whither do stray
The golden atoms of the day ;
For in pure love heaven did prepare
Those powders to enrich your hair.

Ask me no more whither doth haste
The nightingale, when May is past ;
For in your sweet dividing throat
She winters, and keeps warm her note.

Ask me no more where those stars 'light,
That downwards fall in dead of night ;
For in your eyes they sit, and there
Fixed become, as in their sphere.

Ask me no more if east or west
The phoenix builds her spicy nest ;
For unto you at last she flies,
And in your fragrant bosom dies.

The poem written in five stanzas, 4 lines each. The first impression about this poem that it is easy, it is real lyric and it is a song with its specific meaning. It was real and interesting song because of its easy subject matter" love". It is describing the beauty of his beloved, each stanza deals with an element of her beauty and the poet stresses in each stanza on the idea that she is the carrier of beauty or the origin of it.
 In the first stanza, he says that when June which is the sign of beauty goes, the relaxation of the beauty go to her. In addition, the flowers always live in side her, the thing which stresses the idea of being the origin of the beauty.

In the second, he talks about her hair and the lightness of it. He describes her hair with golden atoms of the day "the shining sun. This to stress the idea of her shining hair.


In the third stanza, he describes the beauty of her voice. In May, the nightingale depart to live in side her" throat", it is wintering there in her voice. is the beauty of her own voice.
 In the fourth stanza, he describes the beauty of her eyes, the stars departs in the end of night to live in her eyes. It is not like star but it is the star it self. She is the star it self and the star is shining, far away and amazing.
In the last stanza, he depends on an eastern myth, it is the phoenix. This phoenix, which is frequently used in the Arabic literature, especially the Palestinian one, is a sign of power and eternity. It is made from the ashes, so it is eternal. Wherever the phoenix lives, phoenix lives in her. This gives the impression of being legend, the beauty of this lady is like a legend, can not be forgotten. The lady has her private influence on the surroundings, and she will never vanish. 

The rhetorical sentence with which he starts each stanza means that her beauty is some thing has to be taken for granted. The beauty is a slave for her, and in her lives all the kinds of beauty. In fact, ending the poem with this myth approves the influence of Ben Jonson on him, in addition to the way the poem written" the lyric form", and being really a song. Lastly, the poet does not mention that he loves this lady, he gust reveals his care about her and her beauty with this exaggerated images, but any way this love can be noticed from the inner meaning.
