Time

Verb tense expresses the time of an event or action.
Time and how it is expressed in writing is very
important to English readers. The English language
has twelve different tenses. In this lesson, we will
review the meaning of each verb tense.

Expresses a habit or often repeated action. The action
can be a habit, a hobby, a daily event, a scheduled
event or something that often happens. It can also be
something a person often forgets or usually does not
do.

Adverbs of frequency such as, often, seldom,
sometimes, never, etc. are used with this tense.
