PROGRESSIVE

Some verbs are NOT used in the present
progressive. They are called “nenaction verbs.”
In (a): Wanr is a nonaction verh. Wanr expresses
a physical or emotional need, not an action.

In (b): Hear is a nonaction verb., Hear expresses
