French Drama = perfect realization of the Rules.
1-Observe the unities to perfection:
-Time: No more than 30 hours.
-Place: Spot where it began.
-Action: No under plots.
-No tragicomedy. 

2-Fiction added to history (establish poetic justice).
3-Not hurried.
4-Action / passion well represented.
5-Main character given the most attention.
6-Better Narration هنا كلمة ماعرفت اقراها – violent.
7-No sudden changes.
8-Beauty of Rhyme.


Neander

1- “Neither our faults nor their virtues are considerable enough to place them above us. كلمة ماعرفتها rhyme over blank.
2- Lack of humours and characters in French plays.
3- Some new French plays are similar to tragi-comedies.
4- Similar over used plots.
5- Justification of tragi-comedies: honors the English invention.
6- Contraries.
