C. Four changes (more fruitful knowledges : mothes of lies: nurse of pestilent desires condemned by Plato). Par 58 1. Answer to poetry as waste of time. (par 59) 2. Answer to poets being liars. (par 60) 3. Answer to poems conducing sinful fancies.(pars 61-64). 4. Answer to Plato’s condemnation (pars 65-67). 5. Summary of refutation (par 68).


Answer to poetry as wase of time:

*If learning bads to virtue,and poetry is the best way to learning ,poetry cannot be a waste of time. (function+ last point+ ناقص تقريبا 4 كلمات  ).

*Plato opposed the abuse of poetry rather than poetry itself. (gods)
*Ion – divine nature of poetry.
*Aristotle an important philosopher wrote on poetry.


Dryden:
(An Essay of Dramatic Poesy)
* The father of English كلمة ماعرفتها ناقصة
*”Modern English prose begins here”.







Dryden:
*Poet / Dramatic / Translator.
*Extensive critical work.
-various genres such as epic, tragedy, and  comedy.
-Relative virtues of ancient and modern writers.
-كلمة ماعرفتها of poetry and translation.
-wrote humerous prefaces, reviews & prologues.


Why was it written?
*Public dispute with Sir Robert Howard (crites) over the use of rhyme in drama.
*Vindicate the honour of our English writers from the censure of those who unjustly prefer the French.
*Scope beyond above nature and composition of drama.
They should be followed by English writers. Further , through the use of the four – way dialogue , he is able to provide some insight on the prevailing notion of the day.

Essay of Dramatic Poesy:

2-Eagenius ( meaning “ well born “ ) – Moderns – May be Charles Sack…………هنا نااقص



Set up:
*It consist of 6 set speeches by characters who are sitting in a bout while the English navy is busy defeating invading Dutch. The four speakers—Crites , Engenius , Lisadius , and Neander present their arguments in 3 separate dialogues: First, Crites versus Engenius;( Ancient v Modern ) Then, Lisideius versus Neander; (French v English) and finally , Crites versus Neander.


What is a play ?
*A just and lively image of Humane nature , representing its passions and Humours , and the changes of fortune to which it is subject; for the delight and instruction of mankind.

· Human nature – Anis . Serious action.
· Both cite reversal of fortune.
· Passion and humours not found in A
· Delight - - moral intellectual.



Cites – Extreme classical view:
*Greek and Roman fully illustrated those reasonable and enduring rules to which the modern drama must conform.
*Among ancients poetry was held in high esteem and poets were honoured.
