2. Agree in person

If you are writingin the "first person” 1), don't confuse your reader by switching to the
"second person” (you) or "third person” (he, she, they, it, etc.). Similarly, if you are using
the "second person,” don't switch to "first" or "third."

Only one syliable, with one vowel
and one consonant at the end.

hot, big, fat, sad

Double the consonant, and add -
er:
hotter, bigger, fatter, sadder

Double the consonant, and add -
est:
hottest, biggest, fattest, saddest

Two syllables, ending in Y.
Examples:
‘happy, silly, lonely, jolly

Change y to i, then add -er:
happier, sillier, lonelier, jollier

two syllable word ending a vowel-
sound that is not stressed
yellow, simple

Add -er:
yellower, simpler

Two syllables or more, not ending
in Y. Examples:
