	verb: to try to kill animals for food

	to kill
	يقتل
	verb: to cause the death of

Ahmed killed a deer on his last hunting trip.

	to practice
	يتدرب
	verb: to do something many time to become good at it

Before playing a soccer game, the team practices for many hours.

	to prepare
	يجهز
	verb: to get ready for some activity

We prepared our fishing lines before we went to the lake.

	to shoot

     shot/shot
	يصوب
	verb: to fire a weapon;  to hit something with a bullet

Adam shoots deer and wild turkeys every fall in Texas.

	used to
	يعتادعلى
	verb: something done in the past that is not done now

He used to live in Dammam but now he lives in Abha.

	would
	يعتادعلى...
	verb: something done as a habit in the past

When they were young, they would play soccer in the street.

	all over
	كل مكان
	phrase (everywhere)

We looked all over the classroom but couldn’t find the teacher’s glasses.

	bang!
	صوت الطلقه
	exclamation (sound of a gunshot or explosion)
We heard a noise outside.  Bang!  Bang!  It was a firecracker!

	farther
	بعيد...
	adverb:  at a greater distance

From KKMC, it’s a farther distance to Jeddah than to Riyadh.

	further
	ابعد/درجه عاليه
	adverb:  at a greater distance or at a later time

How much further do we have to travel?  It’s six hours further to Jeddah.

	hard
	صعب
	adverb:  with great effort or force

He tries hard to understand.  He hit the ball hard and it went very far.

	high
	عالي
	adverb:  above a set point

He aimed too high and missed the deer.

	indoors
	في الداخل
	adverb:  inside a building 

The children played indoors all afternoon.

	low
	منخفض
	adverb:  below a set point

He aimed too low and missed the deer.

	more
	زياده
	pronoun:  a greater number or amount

He has a little money, but he needs more.

	once
	مره واحده
	adverb:  one time;  at a time before now

I’ve been to Italy once in my life.  

Once there were many oryx in the desert but they’re gone now.

	out-of-doors
	في الخارج
	phrase: outside a building

We play basketball inside the gym but we play soccer out-of-doors.

	outdoors
	خارج/بالخارج
	adverb:  outside a building

I like being outdoors better than working in an office.

	Own
	يملك
	pronoun:  belonging to someone

I have my book.  Go get your own.

	several
	بعض
	determiner: more than two but not a lot

We didn’t see John for several days.

	Slow
	ببطء
	adverb:  opposite of fast

Paul drives fast but his grandfather drives slow.

	Twice
	مرتين
	adverb:  two times

He came to the office twice.  Once at 10:00 and again at 12:30.

	whole
	كل/مكمل
	adjective:  all of;  entire

We couldn’t believe he ate the whole cake.

	country
	قريه/بلده
	noun:  area outside of the city;  often meaning the farm area

We often go to the country for picnics under the trees.

	deer/deer
	غزال
	noun:  an animal similar to an oryx (gazelle)

Ali  killed one deer but his brother got twodeeron their hunting trip

	Duck
	بط
	noun:  a bird that swims on the water

Donald Duck is a famous cartoon.

	fish/fish
	سمك/صيد
	noun:  animals that live in the water

There are many fish in the sea.

	fishing rod
	سناره
	noun:  pole used to catch fish

I have a new fishing rod so I want to go fishing this weekend.

	Gun
	سلاح / بندقية
	noun:  weapon with a long tube (barrel)

Soldiers fire guns on the firing range.

	instructions
	تعليمات
	noun:  directions for how to do something

Read the instructions before you answer the questions.

	Line
	خيط
	noun:  string;  cord

He put a nylon line on his fishing rod.

	outdoors
	خارج المنزل
	noun:  outside

John likes the outdoors but his wife prefers the air conditioned house

	Own
	ملكيه
	noun:  belonging to a person

Bob has his own car so he doesn’t have to ride the bus.

	pistol
	مسدس
	noun:  shooting weapon held in the hand

Cowboys used to wear pistols on their belts.

	plenty
	كميه كثيره
	noun: enough or more than enough

Do we need to get gasoline?  No, we have plenty.

	Rifle
	بندقيه
	noun:  a long gun

Soldiers often carry rifles.

	Shot
	طلقه/صوت
	N )sound of a gun or pistol firing;  the name of the action of shooting

Was that a shot I heard?  Bob took two shots at the deer.

	Walk
	مشى عالاقدام
	noun:  a short trip on foot

I like to take a walk late in the evening when it’s cool.

	weapon
	سلاح ناري
	noun:  a tool for killing or harming

Rifles, pistols, knives and batons are weapons.

	in the open
	مفتوح 
منطقه مفتوحة
	noun:  outside;  in clear view, easy to see

John likes to be out in the open.  There are many camels in the open on the road from KKMC to Riyadh.
