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An Important Fact :
“Research in this field therefore requires that metal language-processing events be inferred from observable behavior” O’Grady et al (2010).
	
One example of “observable behavior” is what some people call slips of the tongue or speech errors. 
Examples of slips of the tongue :
Intended:         rules of word formation
Produced:        words of rule formation
Intended :         I’d forgotten about that
Produced:         I’d forgot aboutten that
Intended:           easily enough
Produced:          easy enoughly
· So what does this tell us about the brain and word processing?
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It tells us that morphemes function independently from words during sentence planning
