                            Definitions
soliloquy:
 is a dramatic speech (utterance) said by one character when he/she was standing alone on stage and addressing the audience.
example : “To be or not to be” speech in Shakespeare’s Hamlet.
monologue:
 An extended speech uttered by one speaker , either to others or as if alone .
example : Macbeth’s monologue .  
Satire :
 is a mood of writing that exposes the failings of individuals , institutions, or societies to ridicule and scorn .
example : Jonathan Swift’s Gulliver’s Travels is one of the most well known satires .
Aside :
 an actor’s speech, directed to the audience, that is not supposed to be heard by other actors on stage. An aside is usually used to let the audience know what a character is about to do or what he is thinking. 
example:  in Othello, Iago gives several asides .	
Morality play :
 A type of religious drama and it is a conflict between virtue and vice written in 15th and 16th  centuries , it uses allegorical characters to teach the audience moral lesson . 
example : "Every man" .
Tragedy:
 A serious play that ends unhappily for the protagonist. 
example: Sophocles’ Antigone is one of the best-known Greek tragedies.
Catharsis 
 The purging of the feelings of pity and fear , according to Aristotle, occur in the audience of tragic drama. The audience experiences catharsis at the end of the play, following the catastrophe.
example :
Tragic comedy :
 A play that combines elements of tragedy and comedy , either by providing a happy ending or by more complex blending of serious and light mood .
example : A play such as Shakespeare’s A Winter’s Tale .
Tragic flaw :
 is a flaw in the character of the protagonist of a tragedy that brings the protagonist to ruin or sorrow.
example : Othello’s jealousy.
Chain of being :
 is concept derived from Plato and Aristotle , it details a strict religious hierarchical structure of all matters and life , believe to have been created by God .
example :
Tragic irony :
An occasion in a play or other work in which a character’s words or actions convey a meaning unperceived by the character but understood by the audience .
example :


Tragic hero :
 is the main character (protagonist) in a dramatic work , a character has point of weakness it leads to downfall .
example : Macbeth in Shakespeare's Macbeth .
The vice :
 is a practice or a behavior or habit considered immoral, depraved, or degrading in the associated society.
example : Anger, Jealousy, Injustice, Doubt.
Microcosm :
A small place, society, or situation that has the same characteristics as something much larger.
example : moon , sun , and stars .
Macrocosm :
a large complicated structure made up of many smaller parts that forms one unit. 
example : the Earth or the universe .
