-Bedroom- Bathroom- Living room- Kitchen

Things in Your Bedroom:
Bunk Bed: ﻿one of two beds fixed together, one on top of the other. e.g. Can I sleep in the top bunk?
Pillow: a rectangular cloth bag filled with soft material, such as feathers or artificial materials, used for resting your head on in bed. e.g. Do you prefer a feather pillow or a foam pillow?
Clock: device for measuring and showing time, which is usually found in or on a building and is not worn by a person./Watch/. e.g. The clock began to strike﻿ twelve.
Curtain: a piece of material, especially cloth, which hangs across a window or opening to make a room or part of a room dark or private. e.g. Heavy curtains blocked out the sunlight
Dresser: a piece of bedroom furniture with drawers, usually with a mirror on top, used especially for keeping clothes in. e.g. Why don’t you keep it in your bedroom dresser.
Nightstand: a small table which is kept at the side of a bed. e.g. My mobile phone is on the nightstand.
Carpet: (a shaped piece of) thick woven material used for covering floors. e.g. We've just had a new carpet laid﻿ in our bedroom.
Things in Your Bathroom:
Mirror: ﻿a piece of glass with a shiny metallic back which reflects light, producing an image of whatever is in front of it. e.g. She was looking at her reflection in﻿ the mirror.
Sink: ﻿a bowl that is fixed to the wall in a kitchen or bathroom in which you wash dishes or your hands, etc. e.g. a bathroom/kitchen sink﻿.
Shower: a device which releases drops of water through a lot of very small holes and which you stand under to wash your whole body. e.g. The shower is broken - you'll have to have a bath.
Toilet: a bowl-shaped device with a seat which you sit on or stand near when emptying the body of urine or solid waste. e.g. Don't forget to 
flush﻿ the toilet.
Bathtub: a long plastic, metal or ceramic﻿ container which is filled with water so that a person can sit or lie in it to wash their whole body. e.g. Susannah has﻿ a long hot bath every evening.
Towel: a piece of cloth or paper used for drying someone or something that is wet. e.g. The school provides paper﻿ towels for the children to dry their hands on.
Things in Your Living Room:
Armchair: a comfortable chair with sides that support your arms. e.g. She sat in an armchair by the fire, reading a newspaper
Table Lamp: a small electric light which is used on a table. e.g. a table/bedside lamp﻿
Sofa: a long soft seat with a back and usually arms, on which more than one person can sit at the same time. e.g. I am sitting on the sofa.
Cushion: a bag made of cloth, plastic or leather which is filled with soft material, often has an attractive cover, and is used especially on chairs for sitting or leaning on. e.g. She sank back against/into﻿ the cushions.
Coffee Table: ﻿a small low table on which coffee is served or books and magazines are arranged. e.g. My Math book is on the coffee table.
Bookcase: a piece of furniture with shelves to put books on. e.g. I arrange my books in my bookcase.
Rug: ﻿a piece of thick heavy cloth smaller than a carpet, used for covering the floor or for decoration. e.g. My dog loves lying on the rug in front of the fire.
Things in Your Kitchen:
Cabinet: a piece of furniture with shelves, cupboards, or drawers, which is used for storing or showing things. e.g. Valuable pieces of china were on display in a glass-fronted cabinet.
Faucet {US}: {tap-UK} a device that controls the flow of liquid, especially water, from a pipe. e.g. Turn the ﻿tap on/off﻿.
Microwave: an electric oven that uses waves of energy to cook or heat food quickly. e.g. Put﻿ the fish in﻿ the microwave and it'll only take 5 minutes.
Stove: {Cooker- UK} a large box-shaped device which is used to cook and heat food either by putting the food inside or by putting it on the top. e.g. a gas/electric cooker﻿.
Oven: the part of a cooker with a door, which is used to cook food. e.g. Place the cake in﻿ the oven at 200°C.
Fridge: {Refrigerator}﻿a piece of kitchen equipment which uses electricity to preserve food at a cold temperature. e.g. Don't forget to put the milk back in the fridge.﻿

Pronouns One and Ones: Form:
1. One can replace a singular noun:
A: I like the green rug. Which one do you like?
B: I like the blue one in the middle.
2. Ones can replace a plural noun:
A: Those speakers are cool. Which ones do you like?
B: I like the silver ones.
Use:
1-One/ Ones is used to avoid repeating a noun that was mentioned earlier in the conversation, either by the same speaker or by a different speaker. e.g. I bought two books. The first one is a novel , and the second one is about Physics.
2-One/ Ones can be used after Which, This/ That, These/ Those, but it is often omitted.
A: I like this rug. Which (one) do you like?               A: I like that (one).
