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On Dorothy Richardson and "Pilgrimage":
Dorothy Richardson was born during the last part of the 19th century. In her novelshe spoke about an extraordinary progressive working woman. A governess and she travel from England to Germany and her family have problems. Consciousness is about being aware of what's around. It's an autobiographical novel same as modern fiction novels in general. Our writer as a writer who write about women and independence of women, she gave us the journey of a woman trying to get independent. Her novel is divided into seventeen volumes. In her novel she put some of her experience as a woman went through much in her life.
'stream of consciousness' is a way of writing a novel in modernist fiction. For example, when someone wakes up in the morning having ideas passing through their mindsor loading up and getting ready to be in order.So, if I am writing a novel, I am putting whatever comes through the mind of the character. Dorothy Richardson was the first to use it.Then, came Virginia Woolf. The main concern of focus of this technique is to write everything of the inner mind and put it in words. The psychological sentence of the feminine gender is rich here because Dorothy is a woman who she developed the thoughts of women in particular and modernist readers in general through her use of stream of consciousness.
When using the stream of consciousness, there would be lots of descriptions that would take lots of pages and that’s why there are 17 volume of this novel. Esthetic is related to beauty so literary esthetic is the beautiful rule of literary language.Dorothy Richardsonis more important than Virginia Woolfbecause she started the psychological novels of females which was a new thing never applied before even by Virginia Woolfherself.

On D.H Lawrence’s novels “Sons and Lovers” and “Women in Love” traditional or modern:
Showing how D.H Lawrence wrote novels in a modern way or that his novels are modern can be easily shown right through the affects or the feature of modern literature on his novels but mainly the focus is on three main concerns. The three main concerns are time , place and narrator. Explaining these three elements on his works of art specially "Sons and Lovers" and "Women in Love" was enough to show how these two piece of art written by D.H Lawrence are modern piece of art.
On the one hand and speaking of "Sons and Lovers" we would first speak about the narrator and how the narrator in this novel was clearly of a modern novel way. First of all we find the narrator having access to the characters mind thoughts and feelings. We saw that when the narrator was describing the fights between the father and the mother and the result or feeling of the kids showing also the feelings in the mother and father showing how the mother was pale and anxious. Moving on in the novel the narrator also describes the feelings of Paul the son to his mother. So, the narrator is having access to the minds thoughts of the character.D.H Lawrence strives to create a narrator that is impartial and presents material in an objective way.Tracing the shifting perspective throughout the novel to determine from which character’s point of view the story seems to be narrated at each point.
Moving on to the place we find out that the place most of the actions of the novel took place are some places where the writer D.H Lawrence himself went specially his home town which makes our novel here sons and lovers somehow biographical but not fully biographical.
Finally we get to the time where we find that there is a lot of time shifting, flash back and jumping forward with the narrator and that’s called episodic type of narration which makes the novel somehow is put in a series of episodes, yet not in a chronological order.
Moving on to the other novel "Women in Love" we would try to explain the same points of time, place and narrator and try to show or explain how are they in a very deeply way influenced by the modern novel.
When it comes to the narrator we would find almost the same thing, the narrator looks at certain points that he is so well acknowledged of the characters enough to describe their feelings. The narrator does not put himself deeply sometimes but would look clearly at some other time that it’s the author speaking of the actions and the characters which make us clearly see the points of passion between the couples and how our narrator or some other times our novelist himself is exploring the life or the role of love in their lives. The novel’s combined length, density and decided lack of plot, yet Women in Love is surprisingly readable. What makes this novel so good is the honesty with which Lawrence imbues his two title characters which is also a modern feature. Also, through the inner self of the characters we would see reality which is centered in the bond between two people or two human beings.
same points of moving back and forth in the timing makes this novel somehow in no chronological order and that’s again a modern novel feature. 
There were some writers who saw that these novels were not fully moderns or somehow romantic and others spoke of it as traditional but the idea of these novels applying new things like gender in "Women in Love"in itself makes it new and different from the schools before them when these novels shown new themes and ideas.Basically, here we found many points that supports these novels being modern novels as a result of having features such as:
- The narrator is deeply into the characters when it’s about their thoughts or feelings and that’s a modern feature.
- No serial chronological order which is also a modern feature.
- Somehow autobiographical when it speaks of some places where our novelist was, but not fully autobiographical.
- The subjective way of the narration also that is a modern feature because we see our narrator speaking very deeply in the mind thoughts or feelings of the character. 
- Also, the writer approaching the point of sex or gender which was un approached or unheard of at that time what makes it new to its age.
- We also saw some mystery or ambiguity in these novels throughout the actions which is also a modern feature.
Most of this analysis is about the features of modernism in these novels. Topic meaning of things previously forbidden, new techniques and themes, the focus on a subjective points of the complex character. Then, the uncertainty of the narrator. Then, the depth of the narrators explanations and sharing his points of view and putting comments now and then on the actions. Then, the indirect way of showing meanings. Then, the narrators perceptions. Then, the autobiographical point. Then, the mystery. Then, the opposition between places.  So with all the similarities these novels might have with other previous schools or differences with new ones still these novels are way affected by modern fiction and features of modern novel.

Henry James and "The Beast In The Jungle":
Our novel "The Beast in The Jungle" By Henry James is used here by us as an application on modernism. We donot care much about external reality because external details are not important. For example, it does not make a difference if Marcher and May met in Napoli or in Rome, it does not matter if they met eight or ten years ago, wither she was with her uncle, father, mother or brother it's not important and that’s what we saw with James who does not pay much attention to the external details and all the attention is to the inner details.
The first point is the insignificance of the external details and the next important point is the ambiguity. We are never certain who is correct her or him or which one of them is right in his or her memory wither he is the one with the right memories or she is. Then, a third important point is time and how it is being represented in this novel through many things such as the family portraits and when he mentioned the meeting "in October after noon…" and it was autumn.
All the time they are in circle going back to past then present. Through studying and checking out how the novel is treating time is of course a way of modern fiction. So you are at a room in this house looking at some portraits even the time of day is some sunset time not sunrise.So, whenever you have day mentions or dates or hours or seasons or even the family portraits the represents the past and the different generations all these are time markers or time words to show how time is an important theme and not just a setting in this novel or in the modern novel in general. Suppose I mention history, it’s also connected to time. So, the house itself here is a house of history where policy and history meets together. Family portraits also are history marks or a symbol of time because they give you the history or memorize old generations and link it to new one. So family portrait is to show the connection between generation.
The style of modern fiction is very contemplated or concentrated which means one word would have many meanings and in the novella every single word makes a difference. For example, the portraits again is a good symbol of that because same way they are a symbol of time they also are a good way for aristocratic people to show off their ancient family members and be proud of the deeds or actions done by their great grandfather and so on. The family portrait is important symbol about the passage of time and generation as well as the pride of the recent family member. Going to chapter two we will find time shifting all the time by going back to memories or mentioning months or days or birthdays as we will see the birthday in chapter two all these are time markers and because time here is not a setting, it’s a theme because this is a work of modern fiction. Time is treated in an unusual way in modern fiction. 
Any big house in England has a ghost story and all guests go visit and want to know about the ghost story and the family know that story as a family story. That’s again another link between past and present. 
So we have memory, remembrance, obsession, time, history are all themes in our novella and all actions look very deeply connected to these themes. Again we would say modern fiction is not objective or telling about the objects but its subjective or about the mind and how for example, what’s in the mind of thoughts or obsession of the past present or ghost or memory…etc. James use symbols to reach to the themes he speaks of all along his novella. They speak and nothing more will happen.
Marcher feels that something horrible will happen to him in a certain point of his life and the secret she knows is some kind of a bond between the two characters. He is a very self centered person. The relation between them will continue.
In chapter two an external event happens with Maywhen a family member dies and she inherit money with which she bought a house.She also has a secret which is that she never told her family about Marcher.They develop friendship in this chapter when they go to galleries and operas.He chose her to know the secret which means she is a reliable person that can keep the burden of a secret. The title is full of ambiguity. May be Marcherhimself was the beast for not marrying her and saving her in such a society that looks like a jungle ormaybe he did not marry her because of the horrible thing that would happen to him or the beast that’s why he did not want to get her involved.Everyone has worries and he doesnot want her involved in carrying the burdens of his worries.
When May inherited money that’s an extension of the theme of time and death and relationships in families. She bought a house which is some kind of investment for her because she cares about keeping her money safe and in good use. Many events and each one has a meaning. First, she inherit money. Then, she use the money with a smart mind to buy a house and feel safe having her own roof above her head. She looks to know something but did not say it and Marcher noticed and tried getting her to speak but not with pressure at the beginning in order not to break the line of privacy and do or know things he is not suppose to do or know.
At the beginning of chapter to" the fact that’s she knew, knew …" he tells us that she knew. Knowledge here is a theme, knowledge of human nature. They had many opportunities to meet.
"the event that… was the death of her ancient aunt " family relations here because her aunt married someone who managed to get rich. Then, he died and she inherit him then she died and May inherit her. Money passes from a generation to another.
"the dispassion of this percentage but by her death…"a description of May and how Marcher thinks of her as someone who depends on others and need them for protection but she hate that because of her pride but her pride does not make her arrogant or ugly to people. Then, she bout a house.The way us readers find the sentences that John was worried about May because she is proud but now it's easy and relaxed that she has a house now, we find the events are related to May yet mentioned through the eyes of Marcher.
"he had seen her again before that day …"they were meeting in weather end or where she was to take her aunt to the doctor. We are being taken between past and present because now they can meet and its mentioned as a relief after the hardship of the past. She stayed with the aunt then moved to weather end.
"they went together in these greater occasions…" when they met in chapter one they tried to remember when they met before but now after a year they donot have to remember that.Time as a stream or a river is used in this quotation as a stream of life not of water. The head water of any river is the source so the image is how life and river have the same sources the river has the water head and they had the first meeting as a source of their relation. So, in modern fiction language is symbolic.Words are important when related to other meanings as we see here with the river of consciousness. They were literary floating together.
"for other gentlemen…" surfaces and depths are important in modernism because we have secrets and outside relationships like now, they stood watching water which is a surface and in the depth there is a secret in their relation.
The end of chapter two. They were speaking about danger and the beast in page 342. "all this might be true for she did look as if unexpectedly to her …" the line he passed was the line of privacy we mentioned before.She told him he will never know or find out and she will never tell him.
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
