The novel is narrated through the mind and eyes of Marcher and we have a third person narratorto be alittle objective at that part to give us the chance to see the mind of Marcher but in an objective wayto add more suspense to the action and because Marcher does not know himself well. He thinks he knows himself well but we are given an objective description of him that gave us the picture of him as a selfish man which is to be considered a point of view.
All the time he thinks he is a good person but we see he is selfish and self centered who wastes the life of himself and of May because of him being centered to his own belief of meeting the beast. He shouldnot have wasted her life with him for something that he never been certain of. An image of his foolishness and he believe he wears a mask painted with social colorsor ideas that society is sharing and the eyes balls behind the mask have a strange expression. All people deals with him are stupid according to him because he believe he is not an ordinary man like him. Only May whoshared his fears of looking at the eyes of the mask. She did this but not all the time. 
"meeting the eyes from the front and…"she is the only one who looks at him like other people and some other times she can look through the eyes from front and share the fear he feels and someother times she isnot looking from the front but from behind his shoulder in a position as if they are standing together looking at the world.
They spoke but we see they are not sharing their real thoughts and this lack of communication is a theme in modernist fiction and there is always a gap with a private thing that people do not want to share.
Same page "May Bartram is the only person who know that…" the secret is like aburden on his back. In this page we know information about him. He is not poor but he is educated yet he is justifying him wasting his life with the claimed secret.
Next page "what saves us you know is that we answer…"a part of a conversation and this is May speaking to him telling him that people will talk about this relationship both of them have and will be discussed as a scandal.Then, she has a birthday and that’s a passage of time.
"but he had brought her this customary …"they are used to each others to know each other habits. He believe he is not selfish but he is even in his gifts he give her something he like not caring if she like it.Everything is presented through his own mind or point of view.
Middle of page 342 a part of the conversation "what I see as I make it out is that you have achieved something…." This is May speaking. She is telling him good words describing him as a brave man to live with such a secret.
"is it heroic?,.. certainly…" he wonder if that mean he is a hero and she confirms.Through the conversation she is contemplating to him but she is being sarcastic at some point. He was imagining the danger and she knows this but she is just being good to him specially when he want assurance with good words.
Suddenly, he got the idea that she knows more than she tells and what got him to believe in that is how confidence she is when she speaks. He is obsessed with the idea of the secret and now with her knowing something and not telling him.
"you know what's to happen. Her silence…." He is getting himself to believe more in this idea. Third person narrator speaks then telling us that this would be true because of her facial expressions that draw how she is hiding something.
"you will never find out…"Whenever he asks, she makes him feel as if he crossed the line with her and now she is angry.The narrator comments here that he does not try to understand that she loves him.
Chapter three:
An external even here is that she start getting sick.Still looking with selfishness although she is sick, he doesnot care about her and still insisted on his thoughts. When some certain things happen, he reacts by taking her out to the opera. In this chapter a continuation of the relationship. They go to the opera and art galleries.Whenever hefeels he is selfish, he try to deny that by taking her to the opera. He uses her as a companion.
First page of chapter three. Line six "Marcher had been visited by one of his occasional warnings of egotism" the word egotism comes from the Freud thoughts and definitions of the ego. The ego here is to how he is self centered. Whenever he gets this thought, he takes her to the opera and of how selfish he is he loves the opera and he took her there without even caring if she like the opera or not.
 "he often repair his fault.." whenever he has the idea of himself being egoist he try repairing it by inviting her to the opera. The opera work just seasonally so if it’s the opera around he will take her if not then no chance of repairing.
Bottom of page 345 he thinks what will happen if he lost her. "it would be a catastrophe…"he started having such thought when she got sick.
Page 347 first paragraph.May is getting sick and looks older."he should have caught himself before he has done so.."for the first time he thinks that the problem would be her death.
"in answer to his wrong riddle…"he thinks of losing her and he thinks of his own situation of what will happen if she is no longer around what will he do. Then, the anti-climax that something would happen and her death would be that because he thought of something more important than that. Her death to him is an anticlimax to him. That’s why we have a third person narrator to get us to see and judge how selfish this man is.
In modernist fiction nothing is fixed not death nor life nor their meanings but they are a part of the question or the ambiguity of the art of this age.
"what did everything mean, what did she mean.." this is in the mind of Marcher. She was waiting in pain for him.He questions himself all the time.So, he is selfish but all the time blames and questions himself why or how is this selfishness is in his relationship with her.He felt that now after he questioned himself, its late because she is sick now and he wasted the chance.For the first time he feel its late although he felt all the time that he had enough time to do whatever he want with his life.What makes him feel late is now he is getting old.
In modernist fiction not much things happen outside but much happens inside and here he is changing and getting mature and that’s the event of change psychological.When he reached the point knowing that she will die, he changed and his directions changed.
The final point of chapter three page 348 and how time is not just setting in modernist fiction but a theme. The novel is about marriage, love, meaning of life and death, passage of time and waitingand that’s how we have time as a capital theme which is very significant.
"Since it was in time that he was to have met his fate, so it was in time that his fate would have acted…"some novels are about getting old as a theme and we can consider this novel one of them. He is getting older and weaker and losing more chances in everything even in enjoying love with a woman.No time left then there is not time for the beast to appear, there is no time even for dangers.
This is the end of chapter three.
