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Final chapters of "The Beast in The Jungle" by Henry James: 
All the time we haveexternal events that happen in chapter two or things not in the mind of the character of Marcher. Important developments happened one of the characters is that May started getting sick and she's deteriorating and he have to visit her and no more going out then she dies, that’s a major external event. Internal events are hundreds but externals are few. 
Ideas are obsessing him and eating his mind alive. He feels old and no longer young. He felt that because at one time he was absent and did not see her for long and when he got back and noticed her face rankled and that’s when he noticed that if she is old then he is old as well and now time is not enough and life is taking him to a point when he feels late. 
Passage of time is a theme in modernist fiction. He now felt he wasted his life. Developments of internal events in his mind. Certain doubts go through his mind with him thinking of the secret. In chapter four we get some explanations of why she might know more than him.It's about his idea about men and women and him thinking that women can do things men cannot do and one of these things is that women has certain abilities or powers of women which is a power that she has which makes him positive she knows more than she tells.In chapter four things happened that was considered the climax but he did not understand it.
Our novella is given by a third person narrator who focus on Marcher without caring about another one who would suffer like May. He never get in her mind, although she took along time to die and never once told her reaction or anything in her mind all is through the eyes of Marcher never her mind of through her eyes. 
Chapter four:
We know its spring and that is an image of beauty and flowers yet in contrast she is sick and dying.
"the week had been worm and spring was suppose to…" she was sick and used to sit by the fire but in spring she is sitting with no fire.
When he visit her and found her sitting without a fire he said "she was a picture of a serene but impenetrable sphinx…"Sphinx stands for silence or quietness and knowledge or wisdom and that tells us she is someone who suffer in silence. He spoke of the head then correct it speaking of the whole body of her. May be he means that her hair is not normal but now she's like an angel to him. He repeats the image of the sphinx then he will describe her as a flower or a lily which is a flower with a nice smell , also it’s a symbol of purity. She is dressed in white and looks innocent
"whose head or indeed whose person might have been powdered with silver"as if she is an angel or no longer a human being.Her silence doesnot get him to know what she thinks of. Artificially, he looks at her as a lily because she is not young anymore but she looks like a lily, a clean lily who has lines of age on her forehead because she's old. 
"the perfection of house hold care."He described the house and how tidy is it.She communicated with him as if she is on some far away island. This is through the eyes of Marcher and the third person narrator. She look mysterious like a sphinx and beautiful like a lily. Then, she looks like someone no longer here or that as if she started her journey to death as if she is on some island. She doesnot look like living in the house any more but as if she packed and waiting for the driver to drive her out. Death, life, love and passion and their meanings are important in our novel and in modernist fiction.
Page 352, he was insisting on knowing whatever she's hiding. A very selfish man as he does not even spare her even when she's dying. This is the climax of the novella. He repeats the word of abandon of her to him and she replayed "No, no I am with you, ..still…" she's the one to die, yet she is the one giving him hope which is a very ironic situation. She emphasis herself with her words and the repetition of expression. She is giving him a chance to realize she loves him and still he can have a chance to live with her even if it's for a short time. Then, she will speak of the beast coming by.  
"She raised from her chair.." a touching soft action by her."in her fairness.." she is elegant and beautiful. And she tell him she did not abandon him.This is the climax because the beast here is the ignorance of this man that got him to not see her love to him. This now is his opportunity and she still has some hope thinking even if she will live for a short while she hopes to live it with him but he doesnot understand it.
"and had the success of the impulse…" she made an effort and when she stood, she moved like an angel hovering towards him.He will remember this scene later after she dies.If he understood her now may be he would have the chance to live in happiness even for a short while.
The last page of chapter four. When he was asking her about what she knows"she has touched in her passage a bell near the chimney…"  she is calling on the servant. She knew he won't understand and she lost hope so she went to the bell and sat on the chair then apologies and wanted to take some rest.
"too ill to tell me.."he was afraid that she would die without telling him.He is a man in darkness and her as his companion is the source of light for him.
The image of light and darkness is important.
"do not you know now.."as if there is something different and that’s what he will remember later after her death.
Chapter five:
She gets very sick and sometimes he cannot see her. Then, she dies and he gets lonely and decide to travel outside but he visits her grave before he leaves.All along the novel the narrator never got in her mind and all was through the eyes and mind of Marcher.Her relativescame to inherit her and they were cold towards him although he was to intimate with her what made him feel unfair.Even in her funeral no one gave him much attention and that made him sorry that he did not take an official step in his relationship with her that way he would have the right to be Comforted by people. It was ironic to him how he is treated as a stranger while her relatives did not see her for decades but they are treated with much attention. All is about him and his thought because he is not thinking of her death but thinking of how he is treated.He used to go to her grave and get many thoughts.
If the story was told through the eyes of Marcher we would have sympathized him but there is a third person narrator who give us the novel with a space that gets us to judge.
"he came back the next day.."he realizes that she is about to die.
"her dying was consequence solitude that…" he thinks that her death and the loneliness are the beasts. He will suffer and that can be one of the meanings or images or metaphors of the name of the novella and the name is productive or being developing all along the novella. In chapter five her realized that her death is the beast.
Next page, 356 "you are not being aware of it is the strangeness…"he will see her for the last time although she is sick. Still he asks about his secret. She tells him the beast touched you and you became its own without you knowing. The touch of the beast was in the climax we mentioned in the forth chapter. What she meant by strangeness is how he cannot love awoman yet this woman would do anything for him. She did not waste her life because she lived love even if he did not exchange love with her.
"it has touched you.." she means the beast touched him. The beast controlled him as she said. He does not know what she means but he will know later after her death.
Page 359,"he has no vision of her after this…" he never saw her after this time.He cannot get to her room.Her relatives came for the money according to Marcher.
Page 360, after her death he feels empty and feels the jungle around him."what it presently came to..". Now, he speaks of the jungle with no light and no creature or evil or beast waiting for him.Ironic, he now find out that there is no beast and nothing to live for.
Page 361, " the lost stop of consciousness became…" he feels like fatherless.Then, he decide to go away. "he started on a journey.."he went far around the world trying to forget.He went east to forget everything in these places.
" before he quitted London, however he made a pilgrimage…." He is at the grave visiting her. He consider her grave a sacred place where he made a pilgrimage. It's an important symbol to him. London has been the setting of most of the events. London is a place described in this novella as a place where you can lose yourself. He came to say farewell for the second time. The renewal of the act of farewell (after the first farewell at the funeral) is what he is doing. He stays for one hour beside the grave thinking after him saying his farewell, he is powerless to leave or to break or penetrate to the darkness of the grave. The stone on the grave is a symbol of her and her life. With this stone he feels she's still alive there. 
"texting with his eyes her inscribed name.."The stone is useless to him or it cannot tell him anything or hide something from him. Her two names "May Bartram" and the date became a pair of eyes that does not see him. Eyes in this novella is repeatedly coming behind a mask before and now on a grave. He wait for an hour before the grave waiting, may be she will pity him and come out. Then, he bend his head on the stone.
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
