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Discussion and presentations on " The Yellow Wall Paper" by Charlotte Perkins Gilman:

Time in the second novella " The Yellow Wall Paper" by Gilman is an important factor because it had many references such as:

 It show how the narrator is getting much worst and descending in to madness. 
Even the fact that she is writing her diaries is related to time because diaries are written every day.
 That fact that she is renting the house for three months is also related to time and it's also ironical because the doctor who checked her said three months in this house are enough to make her feel better but what happened was that she just got much worst.
Also the independence day used in this novella when the fourth of July was mentioned and that day have the significance of the celebration of the independence of America and maybe she is referring to it as a day for women independence also.
Briefly, they rent the house for three months with an advice of the doctor that she will get better in these three months but she did not which is ironic. Also, writing the diaries was another way of memorizing days and weeks in her diaries and sometimes she does not write for weeks. Then, the independence day used as a reference to women independence as well.
The period of three months is specific here because that was a stated time by the doctor to get her better but it did not.
The flash backs in this novella is also important as a reference to time and we are going forward all the time but we had a flash back one time when she spoke of her childhood and how she was afraid of the darkness. That was the only time we had the flash back in this novella. We do not have flashbacks is the sense of the first novella which was full of flashbacks but here with " The Yellow Wall Paper" all the flash back is just one situation showing her fears.
Also the woman in the wall appeared at day light so maybe it’s a shadow but either she is a shadow or not still away from time she is a symbol or a reflection of the narrator herself. But mainly the flash back technique used here and related to time was only to show her childhood fear of darkness.



Space in " The Yellow Wall Paper" also is shown through many references such as:

The house they rent was described to be so quiet and full of bars but it's more like a prison.
The setting of the house turned out to be a description of a prison then more to be described as a nursery. Whomever is in prison he is to feel that the outside is a paradise and that’s what we had with her.
So, the bars on the window are important image because they amplify how this place is more of a prison that a recreation place.
She did not do anything but star at the wall paper which was a part of the disease and was supported by the settings of the space around her that forced her to do nothing but imagine and imagine till she got totally mad.
References of space are also given with the reference to the town where the husband was to spend nights and that was that not all the novel is not about this house but there is also the town and that would add more to the novel which are doubts added and in modernist fiction anything being put is to be of a meaning and the narrator chose to put her story in the upper room in the second floor in a country side house but we have a town where the husband went every day and comes back at night and sometimes does not come back and spent the nights in the town and that should add because if it does not then no need for this in the novel. It would be that the husband has an affair with another woman there in the town or also that the narrator used to have a social back ground with her husband and her in-laws and they were a part of society but she got sick and isolated. We never saw people of society here but we sense them in the words about the town or that there is a bigger society bigger than this house and that there is more place and wider society more wider than the house the novel is happening in.

The narration in " The Yellow Wall Paper":

Simply, she is a first person narrator who is nameless and a major character who is not just a narrator put a part of the plot devices or elements. So, Gilman here made a choice of choosing all this to achieve a certain point.
Apart of the significance is that the first person narrator her lost her touch with the outer world and now all focused on the inner world that got her to look scared of things that are very innocent like the bed or the wall but because she does not have any other connection with the outer world and she starts to look at these things as strange things.
She is so imaginative and expressive since her childhood and she seems to enjoy that the house is haunted because of how she is imaginative so she reached the point of enjoying this haunted house. She is restrained by her husband but she does not attack him and just direct her aggression to the wall papers.

The characters of " The Yellow Wall Paper" by Gilman. 

John, the husband was never meaning to hurt her but he was trying to help her get better it's just that he chose a wrong way to show how he cared.
Jenny, the sister in law is the opposite of our narrator because jenny likes to be a traditional woman and not rebellious like other feminist women. She seemed to be occupying a border limit position and cannot make her mind either to be a rebellious woman or to be an obedient woman.

In " The Yellow Wall Paper" we have many techniques and themes such as:

 The contrast such as the way the lady or the narrator herself who is detained in her room while the husband is all free to go wherever he wants.
Madness also as a theme is in many novels but narrators not all the time tell of the madness but here its more different because the narrator herself is mad and she is doing every part very successfully when she narrates, she is doing a perfect narration and when she is acting like mad she looks totally mad.
Symbolism as a theme here is clear because its late 19th century we the time of the writing of this novel because Gilman is a modern writer. Because she used a nameless narrator she is to be referring to all women in general.
Literature as a theme and writing as a theme is also used here because she is to not write to be a way from disease and stress and that’s a way to imprison her talent.
Also, aristocracy because she looks to be a wealthy enough woman to rent a house and hire servants but we are not to be told of more poor women but we cannot be told of all the classes since it’s a short novel.

The significance of the last scene of " The Yellow Wall Paper" by Gilman:

In the last scene there is a reverse of narration and the husband was in no control at all unlike the rest of the novel where he was controlling everything along the whole novel but here she is the one with the authority.
She emphasized that she took enough of his ugliness and she is no longer to take anymore even if she will pay her life for that. That’s what happened she will pay the price of her freedom and she is to spend the rest of her days in a hospital since she is a woman who is mad and dangerous enough that she killed her husband.
We can never be sure of the end and that’s a part of the mystery theme of the modernist fiction.

The husband and wife relationship in " The Yellow Wall Paper": 

We have the persecution conflict in the heart because we can see the relationship only through the eyes of the wife through how she sees her husband and how she think he sees her and that’s how we know about the relation. She feels guilty because she cannot be a normal wife who can work and take care of her husband and just busy thinking of getting free and that’s why she is to be described to have the persecution conflict in her heart or being of interiority and that’s because how she speaks of how he laughs at her when she say the house is haunted. 
She sees him as a great man who never is nervous while she is always nerves since she is a child which is another interiority conflict because she always think he is better than her.

A discussion and presentations on "The Beast In The Jungle" by Henry James

The narrator in "The Beast In The Jungle" by Henry James:

The first person narrator speaks like he and she but not giving a look at all character only one looking on marcher and going deeply in him with no consciousness deeply involved about other character. 
Clashes between civilization are seen important in many works of Henry James in general and we have many themes of love and strange feeling here and there.
The narrator did not focus on other characters even May herself but all the focus on Marcher and we know about May only through Marcher's eyes. The narrator focused on one character may be to show how lonely this character is so it sometimes get us to find the narrator relation the consciousness of a character to the themes of the novel in general.


The style in ""The Beast In The Jungle"" by James:
The third person narration and simple language are seen clearly in the style of this novella. 
Also, use of imagery and images are of the style like the mask and the eyes. 
Then, we find symbols and symbolic words and locations like London used in this novella as a symbol of a big world or a big place.
 Uncertainty of modern man in their lives because they always ask questions is another style in this novella. 
Similes, metaphors and figures of speech or rhetorical devices are used in this novella also as another stylistic way.
