Edmond Spenser (1552-1599)

Edmond Spenser: 									الشاعر (نبذه عامة)
· Is one of the most important poets of the Renaissance,he was born in London and educated in the famous school.
· His education was classically based on learning Latin and Greek, and philosophy and literature.
· In 1569, Spencer accidentally college at the University of Cambridge. After earning a bachelor's degree in art in 1573, he received a master's degree in 1576.
· At that time, the University of Cambridge with lots of ultra-radicals.
· After earning a master's degree in art, work in many offices in government posts.
· 1580 moved to Ireland to work as secretary to Arthur man of the government. During that time, England had plans to invade Ireland, either through violence or by urging the British to settle there.
· Spencer of the participants was enthusiastic about such efforts, Spencer served in several positions in Ireland during the period of 1580 to 1590.
· Spencer began by writing in Ireland from his home in earnest, establishing a series of poems rural, sponsors events, in 1579.
· Published the first part of the epic poem, "The Faerie Queene", in 1590. And Part II in 1596.
· He married Elizabeth Spencer in 1594, and wrote poems in Her Majesty's love and wedding songs, published in 1595.
· For this reason he considered the only poet who wrote a series of poems in his wife.
· After his appointment as master of Cork in 1598, was forced to return to London after rebels burned his house in Kilkoulman.
· Matt Spencer in London, for unknown reasons in January 1599, and was buried in Westminster Abbey.
