THE SHAKESPEAREAN THEATER
· Before Shakespeare's time and during his boyhood, groups of actors performed wherever they could—in halls, courts, courtyards, and any other available open spaces. 
· In 1574, however, when Shakespeare was ten years old, the Common Council passed a law requiring plays and theaters in London to be licensed.
· In 1576, actor and future Lord Chamberlain's Man, James Burbage, built the first permanent theater called simply The Theatre outside London’s city walls.
· Thereafter, many more theaters were established around the city of London, including the Globe Theatre in which most of Shakespeare's plays were performed.

The Elizabethan theaters:  (Any who were present in the era of Elizabeth I, daughter of King)
· The Elizabethan theaters were generally built after the design of the original Theatre.
· Built of wood, these theaters comprised three rows of seats in a circular shape, with a stage area on one side of the circle. 
· The audience's seats and part of the stage were roofed, but much of the main stage and the area in front of the stage was open to the elements sun as rain. About 1,500 audience members could pay an extra fee to sit in the covered seating areas, while about 800 "groundlings" (standing spectators) paid less to stand in the open area before the stage.
·     The stage itself was divided into three levels:
· a main stage area with doors at the rear and a curtained area in the back for "discovery scenes"
· an upper, canopied (decorated cover with clothes) area called "heaven" for balcony scenes
· an area under the stage called "hell," accessed by a trap door in the stage.
 == There were dressing rooms located behind the stage, but no curtain in the front of the stage, which meant that scenes had to flow into each other and "dead bodies" had to be dragged off.
· Performances took place during the day, using natural light from the open center of the theater.
· For this there was not much of lighting, and landscape and accessories for the representation of scenes; therefore adopted the public dialogue of representatives and the Theatre to get to know the time of the day and year, as well as weather, place and mood.
· Shakespeare's plays, containing such information are essential. For example, in Hamlet, the audience knew from the first play, a dialogue of representatives of the place and time and weather scene and the mood of the characters.
·  One important difference between plays written in Shakespeare's time and those written today is that Elizabethan plays were published after their performances and sometimes even after their authors' deaths. The scripts were in many ways a record of what happened on stage during performances, rather than directions for what should happen. Actors were allowed to suggest changes to scenes and dialogue and had much more freedom with their parts than contemporary actors. A scene illustrative of such freedom occurs in Hamlet: a crucial passage revolves around Hamlet writing his own scene to be added to a play in order to ensnare (gain power over somebody by using dishonest means) his murderous uncle. 
· Shakespeare's plays published in different forms and a high level of precision during his time. Differences between the editions and copies of his plays from one publisher to another making it difficult for the editors collected editions of his documented.
Plays that could have been published Kmguettefat Stocking long in the form of brochures or ((quartets)) smaller.
· Brochures, so named because of the way leaves folded in the middle to give the largest intensity.
Quartets were smaller, cheaper books containing only one play. Leaves were folded twice to be four pages. First folded generally considered more credible than the Quartets.
· Although the Language of Shakespearean and classical references seem old to many readers today, but it is accessible to the public today. Viewers came from all classes, and his plays appealed to all kinds of emotions and feelings, of kings and queens of high-level and culture to the indiscriminate of clowns and servants of little culture.
· Even tragic plays just like King Lear or Macbeth contain a clown or a fool to provide recreation and a sense of comedy to comment on the events of the play.
The public also were familiar with the review of the various legends and classical literature.
· Since these stories have become an essential part of the knowledge base Elizabethan.

So far, despite the universal appeal of this kind, the Shakespeare plays that spread to the public vocabulary.
Most of the phrases and vocabulary that we use today, such as ((amazement)), ((in my mind's eye)), ((the milk of human kindness))  For example, this was drafted and was invented by Shakespeare. His plays have in fact the greatest and the largest diversity and number of words more than any other work in language and English.

About Macbeth:  (play)
· Legend has it that Macbeth written in 1605 or in 1606 and were represented at Hampton Hall in 1606 in front of King James I and cousin of King Christian King of Denmark.
· Whether it represented the first time in the Royal Hall or in the theater world, it there was little doubt that the play was intended to please the king, who recently became the sponsor of the Shakespeare Theatre Company.
· We note, for example, that the personality of Banco root or original to the family of legendary Stewart portrayed a highly granular. Such as Banco, King James was the Stewart.
· The play is also very short, perhaps because Shakespeare knew that James would have preferred short plays. And play it also contains many elements of the supernatural nature of which was James (who published his own book to reveal the magic and practices) and he likes very appreciated.
· So anything no matter how few important as the Scots defeat of the Danes had been removed to avoid offending Christian King.
· The main topic or article which she wrote from Macbeth painted by Raphael Holncds records for England and Scotland and Ireland (1587).
· Regardless of the source of reference and historical plays, in spite of that, the theatrical classified generally tragic instead of being historic.
· This probably derives from the fact that the story contains many historical fabrications - including personal Banqiao completely, which was invented by the Scottish of the 16 th century in order to verify the Stuart dynasty family.
· In addition to such fantastic, Shakespeare took the space of freedom in the original story, manipulating characters Macbeth and Duncan to suit his purposes. Accordingly Holincds Macbeth is a courageous leader without mercy, who has ruled ably after the killing of Duncan, while Duncan and depicted as a man of good faith.
· Shakespeare draw certain aspects of the figures in order to create a sense of contradiction and competition. While Duncan-making to be the king of irreverent and lovable older, Macbeth became a man, is problematic and crucial and could not be judged properly.
· Macbeth certainly is not the only theatrical, which has a historical nature is full of slanders.
· There are other reasons why they consider theatrical tragedy instead of being historic. One of the reasons ((is lying in a global theatrical ...???)). Rather than a depiction of a specific historical moment, Macbeth presented in the human drama of ambition, desire and guilt. Such as Hamlet, Macbeth speaks Mnajia explaining the concerns of intellectual and emotional and it was easy for a lot of public recognition.
· Macbeth's lack of values ​​and high ambition, he often appears to the audience a real Borders. This fist or control of the strong to the public made the play Macbeth famous and popular for generations of viewers.
· Because Macbeth is one of the shortest Shakespeare's plays, some scholars and scientists have suggested that the scenes that were excluded or removed from a folded and lost after that.
· There are some endings lost in the text of Theatre and it seems that they will support this request. If carved out some of the scenes, however, these cuts have been well. Nevertheless, nothing of the story lines missed and play it remains amazingly strong without them.
