The course is an occasion for students to academically approach modern intellectual trends that
have tremendously shaped the literary, social, political and economic life of the prescribed
period. This in turn would enhance their awareness of the world around them.

Before we deal with the novel in the 20" century, we will have a bird’s-eye-view of the salient
features and achievements of the novel in the Victorian Age. Without this necessary
introduction, our understanding of the modern novel will be quite incomplete.

Improve and emphasize effective team work skills, research skills, and decision-making
skills using experiential learning

Explore the diversity of genres in this age by comparing what they learn about the
modern novel to the genres already in vogue at the time like drama and poetry.
